Birgitt Hoffmann, a prominent Iranologist and Islamologist, was born in Germany.
She received her PhD in Islamic History from the University of Freiburg, and the title
of her postdoctoral thesis was "A Study of Rashid al-Din's Valuable Services in the
Rabe Rashid of Tabriz during the Ilkhanate", which she presented in 2001.

From 1985 to 1989, Hoffmann was research assistant at the Institute for Iranian
Studies at the Free University of Berlin, and from 1989 to 1995, research assistant
at the Chair for Iranian Studies at Otto Friedrich University of Bamberg. She was
also a professor of Islamic and Arabic Studies at the University of Wiirzburg and
has been professor of Iranian Studies at the Otto Friedrich University of Bamberg.
From 2003 to 2007, she was a member of the Board of Trustees of the Institute for
Iranian Studies of the Austrian Academy of Sciences and since 2007 has been the
Chairwoman of the Scientific Advisory board of the Center for Asian Studies and
Social Anthropology of this Academy.

Hoffman has conducted research on Ilkhanate history and culture, Rashid al-Din Fazl
Allah Hamadani, residents and visitors to the Maragheh Observatory, and the throne
ceremony of Mongolian princes, and her research has been published in the form of
articles.

Alexey Khismatulin was born on April 2, 1966, in Sverdlovsk (now Yekaterinburg),
Russian Federation. In 1991, he graduated from the Faculty of Oriental Studies, St
Petersburg State University. From 1991 to 1995, he was a PhD student at the St
Petersburg Branch of the Institute of Oriental Studies. In 1997, he defended his PhD
Dissertation with the title of “Pragmatic Sufism in the Nagshbandiya brotherhood:
On the Basis of Persian Written Sources from 12th to 16th cent. AD” supervised by
Dr. Oleg F. Akimushkin and Dr. Stanislav M. Prozorov. He holds a PhD in History
and specializes in Oriental Studies and Iranian Studies. He is a Senior Researcher of
the Institute of Oriental Manuscripts of the Russian Academy of Sciences.

His major research interests are Islamic studies, Islamic mysticism (tasawwuf) in
Central Asia, Medieval historiography on Iran and Central Asia and source criticism,
Manuscripts studies focused on the Islamic medieval period, Muslim textual studies,
and theory of translation, computational stylometry. He has published over 70 works
comprising both books and articles. He is fluent in Persian, Arabic, English, and
Russian languages and has published Russian translations of some key medieval
texts written in Persian within the period of the Saljuqids and Timurids dynasties
with the in-depth research introductions to these texts.

A number of his works include Death and Funeral Rite in Islam and Zoroastrianism,
Mysticism, Sufi ritual practice (Nakshbandia), The Teachings of the Ahl-i Haqq in
the Studies of Wladimir Ivanow, translation of all known works of Muhammad
al-Ghazzali including two volumes of Kimiya-yi sa‘adat (2018), the Zad-i Akhirat,
the Nasihat al-muluk, pt. 1, the Faza’il al-Anam Min Rasa’il Hujjat al-Islam as well
as the texts attributed to him (2017, reprint 2021); the Siyasat-Nama/Siyar

s Biography

Dr. Mirza Mola Ahmad was born in 1948 in Zarafshan, Tajikistan. He graduated
from the Faculty of Language and Literature of the Tajik National University
in 1969. He started his scientific activity at the Institute of Oriental Studies of
the Tajik Academy of Sciences and until the dissolution of this institute; he was
the head of its Iran-Afghanistan Literature Branch, and then the head of the
Iranology and Indology Branch for many years. He also collaborates with the
Tajik Academy of Sciences and teaches at the Tajik National University and
other universities in the country.
Dr. Mola Ahmad is fluent in Tajik, Russian, and Persian languages and knows
English, Uzbek and Arabic languages too. He has researched the history of
Persian and Tajik literature and the history of oriental sciences and culture.
The subject of his doctoral dissertation was "Creativity of Farrukhi Sistani"
and his postdoctoral dissertation was "The Literary Return in Iran in
the 18th-19th centuries". Dr. Mola Ahmad has published more than 70
books and more than 550 articles about Iranian and Tajik literature
and culture in journals and newspapers, in Tajikistan, Iran, and other
countries.
He has also published a series of scientific researches about Farrukhi Sistani,
Mujamer Isfahani, Adib al-Mamalek Farahani, Foroughi Bastami, and Qaani
Shirazi. In addition, he has published the translations of Rubaiyat Quartets
of Omar Khayyam, Qabus-Nama, Selected works of Shahriar, short stories
by contemporary Iranian writers, sonnets of Foroughi Bastami along with
introduction and descriptions. Dr. Mola Ahmad has also translated and published
the Holy Quran and Nahj al-Balagha in Cyrillic script.

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Pierre Lecoq

(Country: Belgium)

e Biography

Dr. Pierre Lecoq is one of the prolific and renowned scholars of Ancient Iranian
and Oriental Studies. He was born in 1939 in Belgium. In 1947 he received his
doctorate in Oriental history and literature from the University of Liége and in
1983 from Sorbonne University. He was the Director of Studies of the Chair
of Iranian Linguistics and philology from 1989 to 2007. He was also a Lecturer
of oriental languages at the University of New Sorbonne and at the Ecole de
Louvre, he taught Old Persian, Middle Persian, and Parthian epigraphs.

He trained by Jacques Duchesne-Guillemin, the famous european Iranologist
at the University of Liége. Lecoq first devoted his work to ancient Iranian
languages, mainly to Avestan philology and to Old Persian epigraphy. His
diachronic approach to Iranian - enriched by his in-depth knowledge of Indo-
Iranian and Middle Iranian languages - as well as his advances on the phonetics
and paleography of Old-Persian cuneiform have resulted in the presentation of
a full translation of Achaemenid inscriptions, strictly taking into account the
parallel versions in Elamite and Babylonian.

Filling one of the gaps in Iranian studies regarding access to primary sources, his
translation of the Avesta books (Paris, 2016) has established itself as a unique
and essential tool.

In the field of Iranian typology, his work allowed him to make a hypothesis on
the primitive habitat of the Kurdish. He also introduced a dialect of Fars (The
Sivand dialect, grammar, and texts) and published a voluminous study on the
dialects spoken in ancient Carmania.

Convinced that the study of the languages, religions, and cultures of ancient Iran
could not be dissociated from that of the first works of Persian literature, Pierre
Lecoq has never ceased to draw attention to the central role of the Shahnameh
and published a full translation of it in French, based on Jules Mohl version.

Enayatullah Shahrani

Dr. Enayatullah Shahrani was born on November 29, 1942, in Badakhshan, Afghanistan.
He graduated from the Faculty of Education of Kabul University in 1962 and in 1971,
became an assistant professor at the University. In 1982, he moved to Arizona, the USA,
where he received a doctorate in the field of Education after three years.

In 1992, Dr. Shahrani became the head of the Department of Central Asian Studies at the
International Islamic University of Islamabad but returned to the United States in 1995 to
continue his research in Bloomington, Indiana.

Dr. Shahrani, who specializes in four areas of Education and Psychology, Art, Literature,
and History, has published more than 80 books and numerous articles in the fields of
science, literature, culture, art, and folklore. He has published many articles about Bedil,
Salah al-Din Seljuki, Sanai Ghaznavi, Amir Khusrow Dehlavi, and other prominent
scientific, literary, mystical and cultural figures.

He has also done detailed research on Tajik, Dari, and Pashto languages and has made a
great effort to compile thousands of Dari, Pashto, Turkish, Baluchi, and Nuristani proverbs.
DR. Shahrani has collected more than 8000 Dari proverbs in his book ‘Amsal o Hekam
e Dari’ (Dari Proverbs and anecdotes), which has helped to enrich the treasure of
Persian proverbs. Dr. Shahrani also published a series of articles on ‘Tajik words used in
Badakhshan and Takhar’.

Arif Naushahi, a prominent Pakistani Iranologist, was born on March 27, 1955,
in Punjab, Pakistan. He learned the Persian language under the supervision of
his grandfather and his uncle, who were Persian scholars and Persian writers.
In 1971, he entered the Persian language classes of the Cultural Center of The
Islamic Republic of Iran in Pakistan and learned Persian in a completely Iranian
environment. He then worked as a deputy librarian at the Pakistan Institute of
Persian Studies in Islamabad in 1974. In 1982, he completed a master's degree
in Persian language and literature at the University of Karachi, and in 1993, he
received a doctorate in this field from the Faculty of Literature and Humanities,
the University of Tehran.

Dr. Naushahi has published more than 80 books in Persian and Urdu in the
fields of Persian literature, History, Codicology, Mysticism and more than 300
articles in Persian, Urdu, Punjabi, and English on Codicology, ancient Persian
manuscripts, bibliography and music, and also has participated in more than 50
international congresses and seminars in Iran, Pakistan, Uzbekistan, Tajikistan,
Turkey, Iraq, France, and India. Cataloging of printed and manuscript Persian
books and textual criticism of literary and mystical prose texts are among his
favorite fields of research. He has published two volumes of a book entitled
‘Catalogue of the Persian manuscripts in the National Museum of Pakistan at
Karachi’ and ‘Catalogue of the Persian Manuscripts in the Anjuman Taraqqi
Urdu at Karachi’.

Adriano Valerio Rossi is an Italian linguist, philologist and Iranologist. He was born in
1947 in Rome. He was a full professor of Iranian Linguistics, then Iranian Philology at
"L'Orientale" University, Naples (Italy), now an Emeritus Professor and Member of the
Doctoral Programmes in Iranology at the same University. He studied languages/history
of the Ancient Near East at the Sapienza University of Rome. He has also directed the
Italian Institute for Africa and the East.

Professor Rossi directs an international project aimed at printing the first etymological
dictionary of the Balochi language (A Balochi Etymological and Comparative
dictionary) and is the founder and director of [Newsletter of] Balochistan studies. He has
also directed as Principal Investigator six PRINs on themes of Iranian linguistics and Old
Persian epigraphy.

He has published over 250 publications in the field of (ethno)historical and descriptive
linguistics (Old Persian, Elamite, Parthian, Middle Persian, Sogdian, Kurdish, Balochi,
Farsi, Brahui, Urdu), the political history of the Indian subcontinent and East Asia.
Since 2001 he has been directing the international project DARIOSH (Digital
Achaemenid Royal Inscriptions Open Schema Hypertext) for digital archiving and a
new commented edition of the Achaemenid royal inscriptions. Since 2016 he has been
president of ISMEO (International Association of Studies on the Mediterranean and the
East), which organizes in Italy many scientific and cultural initiatives on ancient and
modern Iran and supports scientific Iranian-Italian collaborations through a series of
MoU signed with Iranian Institutions.

Heis also the Scientific Director of the MIUR project “Studies and research on the cultures
of Asia and Africa: tradition and continuity, revitalization and dissemination”, thanks to
which numerous research projects are underway, from archaeology (Iranian-Italian
Joint Archaeological Mission in Fars) to epigraphy (DARIOSH), from linguistics to
the history of religions.

Dr. Jaleh Amouzgar

e Biography
Jaleh Amouzgar Yeganeh was born in 1939 in Khoy, West Azerbaijan Province. She
received her diploma in 1956 and went to the Faculty of Literature and Humanities of
Tabriz University to continue her education. In 1963, she became the top student of the
Faculty of Literature of that university and was able to study at the Sorbonne University
by obtaining a scholarship.

Her doctoral dissertation on Zoroastrian literature in the field of ancient culture and
languages, entitled "Sad Dar-e Nasr and Sad Dar-e Bundehesh", was written under the
guidance of Professor Pierre Jean de Menasce.
Dr. Amouzgar returned to Iran in1968 and worked as a researcher at the Iran Culture
Foundation until 1970. She has been teaching and researching since 1970 as a faculty
member of the Department of Ancient Culture and Languages, Faculty of Literature and
Humanities, University of Tehran, until she retired in 2006.

Seyyed Mohsen Kharazi was born in Tehran in 1936 in a religious and prominent family. After
completing his primary education, he went to the seminary of Tehran and learned the basic
lessons of the seminary there. Then, he entered the Qom Seminary to continue his seminary
education and studied courses in jurisprudence, principles, philosophy, and theology. In 1960,
he began kharej courses and benefited from the presence of prominent scholars, including Grand
Ayatollah Shahabadi, Grand Ayatollah Seyed Ahmad Khansari, Grand Ayatollah Farid Araki,
Grand Ayatollah Seyed Mohammad Reza Golpayegani, Grand Ayatollah Sheikh Mohammad
Ali Araki, Grand Ayatollah Seyed Mohammad Mohaghegh Damad. During his studies, he
continued jurisprudential and exegesis discussions under the supervision of prominent figures
including Ayatollah Mazaheri, Ayatollah Reza Ostadi, Ayatollah Soltani, Ayatollah Mesbah
Yazdi, and many other prominent figures of the seminary including Grand Ayatollah Seyyed
Musa Shobiri Zanjani, Grand Ayatollah Seyyed Mehdi Rouhani, Grand Ayatollah Mirza Ali
Ahmadi Mianji, and Grand Ayatollah Seyed Ali Mohaghegh Damad.

The most important activity of Ayatollah Kharazi in the field of science and culture was the
establishment of the "Dar Rah-e-Haq Institute" in the 1960s in Qom. The institute, while
communicating with the youth, addressed their doubts and problems and introduced the
principles of belief in a new style. Cooperation with the Figh of Ahl al-Bayt Assembly on new
jurisprudential issues is one another of his activities.Ayatollah Kharazi has begun teaching since
the years of his education and during the last 55 years has been teaching courses at the higher
levels of Jurisprudence and Usul (principles of Islamic Jurisprudence). He has been teaching
Dars-e Kharej courses for about 40 years. Also, many great scholars of the seminary have paid
attention to his teaching at Ethics and Exegesis courses. He has been praised by great scholars
for establishing authority and publishing practical treatises, and so far he has rejected this issue.
The great scholars have urged him to accept become a Marji and publish a Risala, but he has
so far refused to do so. He has published more than 140 books in the field of Figh, Usul and
Exegesis including ‘A commentary on the book Ehya al Mavat Min Sharaye al Islam’, ‘Badayh
al Maearif al Alahiyh’, ‘Eumdat al Usul’, ‘Kalama Hawl a Hadith al-Thaqgalayn’, ‘Fay Rahab al
Taqwaa’ ‘Openings to Unseen World’, ‘Taaliqat al Almakasib’.

Seyed Mohammad Razavi was born in 1931 in Rafsanjan. He completed his primary
education in his hometown and went to Kerman to complete his secondary education.
At the age of eighteen, shortly after graduating, he lost his father. Then he went to the
University of Tehran to study for a bachelor's degree in law and in 1953 he obtained a
bachelor's degree. Like many of his friends, Razavi was greatly affected by the coup
d'etat of 1953, which became a turning point in his life. At this time, he was exiled to
Khark Island for six months for his activities against the coup government and left the
country immediately after the end of his exile.

He went to Paris in 1954 and studied for a master's degree and a doctorate in political science
at the Paris Institute of Political Studies. He was interested in the history of political
thought and wrote his doctoral dissertation under the guidance of the renowned political
scientist, Jean-Jacques Chevallier. In this doctoral dissertation, he explored the political
thought of conservatism, and in particular the influence of Samuel Coleridge in Britain.
In 1961, he left for London to use the resources available in the London School of
Economics and Political Science, and in 1964, he defended his dissertation.

After returning to Iran, Dr. Razavi worked as a faculty member in the Department of
Political Science, University of Tehran. In 1978, he was elected as the Faculty of Law
and Political Science dean for a short time.

Professor Razavi taught many students at the University of Tehran for more than four
decades and supervised many dissertations. His students and colleagues refer to the
professor as a teacher of scientific discipline and a mentor of mental creativity, while his
patriotism is well-known.

Seyed Asaad Sheykh-ol-Islami was born in 1932, in a noble and knowledgeable family
in Sanandaj. He completed his primary and secondary education in Sanandaj and then
studied Persian literature at the Faculty of Literature and Humanities of the University of
Tehran. During these days, he acquired Islamic sciences and knowledge from his father.
In 1957, he entered the Faculty of Theology and Islamic Studies, University of Tehran,
and obtained his master's and doctoral degrees in the field of Islam’s traditional sciences
(Jurisprudence and fundamentals of Islamic law).

Ezzatullah Neghaban was born in 1925 in Ahvaz. He completed his primary and
secondary education in Tehran. In 1949; he received a bachelor's degree in archeology
from the University of Tehran. He entered the Oriental Institute of the University of
Chicago in 1950 and in 1954 succeeded in obtaining a master's degree from that
university. The title of his dissertation was “Evolution of Beige Pottery in Khuzestan ".
After returning to Iran, Dr. Neghaban was employed by the University of Tehran in 1957
as an associate professor. He was promoted to a professor after receiving an honorary
doctorate from the University of Tehran in 1966. He was the director of the archeology
department of the Faculty of Literature, the University of Tehran from 1967 to 1977. Also
in 1959, he established the Institute of Archeology in this university. The establishment
of a permanent base in the Qazvin plain for archeological activities of the University
of Tehran and training of students in this archaeological base, unique excavations in
Marlik and Haft Tappeh have been among his everlasting activities in this institute.
From 1975 to 1978 (when he retired), Professor Neghaban was also the Dean of the
Faculty of Literature and Humanities, the University of Tehran. In addition to his
academic career, Professor Neghaban was also active in executive positions,
including the technical deputy of the Directorate General of Archaeology, the technical
advisor of the Minister of Culture of Iran, and the senior advisor of the National
Organization for the Protection of Antiquities of Iran.

The great mosque of Varamin is one of the most significant monuments of the late Ilkhanid period. Since 1937, it has

been excavated and renovated several times, and now it looks sturdy in the heart of the new city of Varamin. However,
photographs prior to its restoration reveal that it was in a miserable condition before, in so far as almost half of the building
was completely ruined outside the city. This scene would promptly raise questions about factors contributing to this tragic

fate and the original form of the building before its demolition.

This study explains the causes of the building’s destruction by tracing the process of evolution from its inception until the
restoration of its ruins in recent decades. It scrutinizes remnants of the building, analyzes textual, visual, and archeological
evidence, and studies the building’s evolution through the lens of Varamin’s history. Moreover, it recognizes the original

form of the building distorted by natural and human damages and reconstructs some of the missing parts of

its ornaments via computer simulation. The findings of this research reveal that constructing and decorating

of the building has been left incomplete in the fourteenth century and the only parts which their decoration
have been completed in the fifteenth century were the sanctuary and its iwan. Moreover, it emphasizes the

importance of construing the architectural terms of the foundation inscriptions in their proper historical

context and brings up an assumption about its process of construction. J

In the tradition of calligraphy education in Iran, there are twelve components and sometimes mistakenly twelve principles

for calligraphy are counted and the student must learn calligraphy based on their practical training. But it appears from
the text of ancient treatises on calligraphy that principles in the sense of "twelve components" have not had any fixed

components in their historical course. Throughout history, principles have had two general and specific

meanings and non-fixed components. From the fourth century AH onwards, the principles have a general
and constant meaning (geometric principles of Ibn Mugla) and from the middle of the eighth century AH,
its specific meaning (comprehensive of other components of calligraphy) becomes apparent.

In this century, Abdullah Sayrafi talked about the eight components of the calligraphy, and after him,
the six components of the calligraphy are presented in the “Tohfat ol-mohebin”, and finally in the tenth
century, in the “Adab ol-mashgh” of Babashah Isfahani, the obtained components of the calligraphy are
counted in twelve parts.

The present study, while presenting a content marketing process model (including steps, components, and features), intends
to examine whether its application to the publishing industry has the necessary effectiveness in terms of content consumption,
audience engagement, and online sales. Therefore, in the first phase, it bases the existing texts on the design science cycle and
uses meta-synthesis and survey methods (application of fuzzy Delphi techniques and fuzzy TOPSIS) to identify and validate
the main dimensions of content marketing in order to create and Develops a content marketing process model. In the second
phase, the researcher has tried to test the effectiveness of the content marketing model at the level of a publishing company by
using a case study method. The result of the first phase of the research is to identify the necessary dimensions for designing a
content marketing process model along with the steps and components related to each phase. The obtained model was validated
and localized after performing three rounds of fuzzy Delphi entitled "2 PDM". The results of ranking the components of content
production showed that among the 38 identified components, the components "findable/accessible", "non-annoying and helpful",
"clear and transparent” are in the first place. The results of testing the content marketing process model at the
level of a publishing company based on the desired metrics also showed that content marketing activities have
been effective for a period of six months. This can be the basis for using this strategy in other industries of
the country. In addition, by presenting the thematic knowledge of content marketing as an emerging concept
in the field of business management and e-commerce, the present study can not only be used thematically
and methodologically as a model for future studies but also In terms of research context, it has also helped to
increase the knowledge of this field.

Seyed Massoud Hosseyni was born in 1987 in Tehran. He received his bachelor’s degree in computer
engineering from Arak University (2011) and his master’s degree (2013) and doctorate (2018) in Western
philosophy from the University of Tehran. The subject of his master’s dissertation was “Subjectivity in
Fichte” and the subject of his doctoral dissertation was “Truth in Plato from the perspective of Heidegger
and Gadamer”.

In the dissertation, the problem of truth in Plato is discussed and appraised in the light of Heidegger’s and
Gadamer’s interpretation of it. Accordingly, at first, an account of Heidegger and Gadamer’s conception
of “truth”, and thereafter, an account of their respective interpretation of truth in Plato are given. Largely based
on an interpretation of Plato’s cave allegory, Heidegger asserts that the truth as “Aletheia” or “unconcealedness”

undergoes in Plato’s thought a transformation in “essence” and “position”, in which its essence changes from
unconcealedness into “correctness” and its place from being into the mind. Moreover, Heidegger treats this
transformation as the cause of the forgetfulness of being (and the ontological difference) and of its
implications in the history of Western metaphysics and calls for a kind of return to the pre-Platonic
conception of truth. It is argued while Gadamer grants fundamentally Heidegger’s conception of truth
as “Alethia” or “unconcealedness”, he insists on the contrary that also Plato thinks in terms of the same

conception of truth. To prove this, this study in accordance with Gadamer’s innovative
interpretation of Plato’s theory of ideas, particularly of the Idea of the Good, and of Plato’s
Seventh Letter, tries to show that Plato was aware of what Heidegger calls the ontological
difference, and takes it into account throughout his thinking. In this way, the result or the
main purpose of this dissertation is determined: showing the fact that, contrary to Heidegger’s
view, Plato did not initiate Western metaphysics and its inevitable consequences (including
subjectivism and nihilism), and thus, again contrary to Heidegger’s view, there is no need to

Abstract

In most of the modern theological works, an outline of the claims of Ashaereh, Kiramyeh, and Mutazileh, is given and then it is argued that Shia thinkers
have always insisted on the identity and union of the attributes and the Essence of divinity; yet with more reflection on their works, we find out that there
are at least four different theories in this regard: denial of attributes from the Essence, extensional unity and conceptual difference, co-oerientation of
essential attributes, and extensional unity and conceptual synonymity. The latter view which is more special than the second and third views is the rarest
view on this issue. Upon closer research, it was found that Ibn Sina and Sheikh Ahsaei share the same view on the acceptance of the idea of conceptual
synonymity of essential attributes of Divine Presence. Theoretical principles of both thinkers in their defense of the theory of synonymity are very
similar to each other. The most important ones of these principles consist of “generality of the concept of the attribute as compared to the accident” and
“impossibility of abstraction of different notions from the real simple”.  Current research seeks to explain and analyze the semantic aspect of essential
attributes of Divine Essence in light of their conceptual synonymity because both thinkers - as the proponents of this theory - have paid attention to the
conceptual function of synonymous essential attributes in theological propositions. Ibn Sina introduces existence as the first attribute of Divine Essence
and argues that an exact understanding of every essential attribute is hinged on considering Divine Existence with a negative or an
appended notion or with a combined one; but Ahsaei explains the meanings of essential attribute upon an affirmative object and
two negative aspects: denial of essence’s emptiness of perfections, purification of Divine Essence of adversity of attributes, and
denial of identification of divine attributes and natural attributes. Of course, he believed in the existence of corresponding actual
attributes along with God’s essential perfections, and in his view, Muhammadian Truth is the bearer of these actual attributes and
the place where Divine Providence reveals itself. Moreover, among the interpretations regarding the end of the idea of synonymity,
what is more coherent with the words of Bu Ali, refers to the absolute denial of attributes from the Simple Essence of Divinity.
Likewise, Ahsaei also considers the theory of conceptual synonymity a view that is more appropriate for mediocre minds.
Accordingly, he believes that denial of attributes is the climax of knowledge and true monotheism. To put it otherwise, the ideas
of coextension and synonymity are respectively mediating circles between two renowned theories and there is a bright path for the
men of knowledge from the first to the second. /

With damages done to the lexical resources, it is necessary to count Ahl al-Bayt’s Hadiths a source
of Semantics of Quranin terms. The main issue in this thesis is identifying a source-oriented approach to
Shiite’s Hadiths in Semantics of Quran. The primary resources of Arabic vocabulary have damaged from
diverse ways and they could not able to convey the language of the age of descent properly. These are a set of

”Exceptionalism and Iranian Foreign Policy “deals with the effects of exceptionalism on Iranian foreign policy
discourses and behaviors and is written in the theoretical framework and employing the methodology of discourse
analysis .Specifically ,the thesis aims to discover the significance of exceptionalism as a signifier in Iranian foreign
policy .Culture ,religion ,and domestic political discourse can all give rise to exceptionalism .Iranian foreign policy
is shaped by its cultural contexts and these contexts can lead to exceptionalism .The Islamic Revolution Discourse
is a flexible one ,and this can lead to competing interpretations and a struggle to become dominant and known as
the” correct “interpretation .There are two major factions within the foreign policy establishment representing
“reconciliation discourse ,“which considers development to be the most important signifier ,and” resistance
discourse ,“which emphasizes resistance and maximalist independence .The disagreement in foreign policy
between” reconciliation discourse and” resistance discourse “is not a tactical difference but this
is a deep disagreement over the definition of foreign policy identity .The thesis concludes that

be a precondition to Iran‘s development .Secondly ,exceptionalism is the signifier that legitimizes
Iran‘s regional policies ,and the Middle East is the geographical context in which Iranian and
American exceptionalism clash against each other.

The field of social policy-making in Iran and the manner of the formulation of social policies in Iran
has been rarely studied so far, and for this reason, the power relations in it have remained unknown.
This issue has deepened the gap between academics and activists in this field. Therefore, this research
has focused on the study of this issue in the post-revolutionary period with the qualitative and
somewhat innovative method of "critical content analysis".Studies conducted in this research indicate
that the field of social policy in Iran can be divided into three constituent elements that the researcher
has named as follows: battlefields, social policy currents, and institutional actors. On the other hand,
the researcher's attempt to understand the logic of the field has led to the identification
of the three concerns of the main actors in the field. In the post-revolutionary period,
the three issues of "justice", "public acceptance” and "economic growth" have been of

from vulgarity and repetition. In fact, one of the main elements present in the poetic style of Khaqani, to be more exact
one of the intellectual characteristics of his style is the utilization of cultural knowledge. This knowledge covers a wide
range of astronomical, medical, historical, geographical, philosophical information together with religious beliefs,
folk beliefs and Zoology. In his literary creations, the poet is benefitted from these fields variously by relying on
his magnificent analysis and poetic powers. Undoubtedly, methodical study of this aspect of Khaqani's Divan
is a big step in better knowing the poet. The available studies have not been able to research

on this fundamental aspect due to the difficulties involved and not using proper research meth-
ods. The present dissertation has tried to analyze and explain Khaqani's cultural background by
exploiting original sources, close reading of the poet's lines of poetry and paying attention to his
particular style.

“The Law-abiding” is a social phenomenon that Common Approaches to it are Linear, Instrumental, and Translative.
In this thesis, we tried to research its cultural prerequisites in the context of Iranian society with an interdisciplinary
approach. In this work, a mixed-method (qualitative and quantitative) with the tools of note-taking, interviews, and
questionnaires was used to be the beginning of the Sociology of Law-abiding. According to results, the Law-abiding
has a Social aspect; it is a complex and contextual phenomenon and in a Dialogic relation with the Culture. Its ultimate
goal is No to arbitrary behavior and its spirit is equality. That Dialogic relation is rooted in the importance of the Legal
socialization for the emergence of the law-abiding and the importance of cultural Component is also because of this
fact that law-abiding is a behavior that is formed by dominant social norms. According to Theoretical studies, the three
most important Indexes of Law-abiding were Positive attitude to the law, Belief in legitimacy of the
legal system, and Belief in equality. A Survey study was conducted after obtaining theoretical satura-
tion about these Indexes. Our hypotheses were the absence of three important indexes of the culture
of law-abiding: positive attitude to the law, belief in the legitimacy of the legal system and belief in
equality, in the Statistical population. According to quantitative findings, 74.2% of the sample had a
weak positive attitude to the law. 65.4% of the sample had Poor belief in the legitimacy of the legal
system and 59.6% of the sample had weak belief in equality. In the search for the cause of this situation,
a case study shows our current identity is often in the Embeddedness and Hierarchical dimensions of
culture and has a sectarian appearance. This feature confronts that identity with the spirit and goal of
the law-abiding. But, According to the dialogic relation between the legal system and culture, as well as
the relative independence of social institutions from each other, developments have occurred in some
social areas that reflect the evolution of the relationship between our current culture and ]aw—abiding/

One of the important aspects of constitutionalism is its legal aspect .Constitutionalism is the limitation of power ,and
the limitation of power is done by legal means .Therefore ,this theory will be incomplete until legal approaches are
included in the analysis of Iran's constitutionalism .The period of Introductions to Constitutionalism from the time of Abbas
Mirza to the era of Nasser al-Din Shah is the period of acquaintance and the first theoretical thoughts and practical
efforts regarding the creation of new legal concepts in Iran and A more detailed acquaintance with these concepts
occurred in later periods . This period is very key to understanding Iranian constitutionalism ,and its study clearly shows

Understanding the logic of evolution and the conditions for the transformation of political structure from the
Parthian to the Sassanid dynasty is one of the apprehensions about which little theoretical research has been
done. Contrary to orientalist theories which attribute this to a shift from a decentralized, fragmented structure to a
centralized, unifying structure, this study analyzes the establishment of the state in this period based on the coalition
and rationality of the political and social structures and forces of that period. In fact, the concept of the state in this
research has not been supposed as an inflexible mechanical figure that is constantly in the cycle of tyranny and then
collapses, but as a ground that all forces have an ability to maneuver. In other words, the state is
the arena of conflict and compromise of all forces involved in the power structure. This research
seeks to problematize the evolution of the state in the third century AD, to evaluate the samples of
this period with related theories, and after criticizing and reviewing the views, using the approach
of historical sociology to present a coalition state model in the Sassanid era. The establishment of
the Sassanid state was a response to the permanent crisis of the last century of the Parthian era.
The rise of Kushans and obstruction in the international transits road, the dominance of Rome on
commercial cities, the public decline of the economy, and the growth of productive urban forces
versus feudalist economy forces resulted in the state with a coalition of new forces.

Spiritual experience is amongst the crucial issues in Islamic myth. Among the Muslim Mystics, Rouzbahan Baqli (522-
606 AH.) and Mohi al-Din Ibn Arabi (560-638 AH.) recorded detailed reflections upon most of their spiritual experiences;
in a way that investigating their thoughts, separated from their spiritual experience, is impossible. The nature of the
spiritual inspiration of these two mystics needs to be investigated deeply in three realms of epistemology, ontology, and
anthropology. The findings of the study reveal that Rouzbahan and Ibn Arabi believed that knowing and being wise about
experiences and inspirations are difficult for non-mystics; they mentioned some factors to recognize the experiences. They
implemented symbolic language to express the interpretations and concepts of their experiences. They also considered static
and non-changeable existence for the spiritual experience; the existence of such experiences revealed

and actualized to them in various shapes of ghosts in the intermediated world; Ruzbahan's world of
Confusion is the same as the imaginary world of Ibn Arabi. Rouzbahan Baqli and Ibn Arabi, in the realm
of anthropology, regarded themselves as having patron stations, taking benefit of spiritual experiences
based on divine favor, as well as their journeys and endeavors. Consequently, the aforementioned ex-
periences led to results such as contemplation and epistemology. Ruzbahan is different from Ibn Arabi
in terms of his visions. The vision of God is in the higher frequent amount in Ruzbahans' thoughts. We
witnessed a kind of personification considered to God in his reports. On the other side, Ibn Arabi had
specific attention toward visiting prophets. In addition, the use of language differs in the works of the
two mystics. While Ruzbahan uses poetic and full of imaginary language to describe his spiritual experi-
ences, Ibn Arabi expresses them in more specific terms and an extensive vocabulary.

Abstract

‘Paul's Letters and the Construction of the European Self” is about the questions that are asked when interpreting the
text and the justifiable questions that are not asked, the answers that are given, and the answers that are not given.
The main question of the research was why some questions are not asked or related answers do not come to mind
when interpreting texts from the Bible? Don’t these interpretations, questions, and answers related to them reflect
the categories of European thought? To answer these questions, first, the evolution of interpretations was mentioned,
and then an attempt was made to show the relation of those interpretations to European intellectual categories. Even-
tually, alternative interpretations were raised that were less thought, but are understandable in the recent history
and philosophical theories framework. The author does not seek to separate interpretation from philosophy but
believes that this relationship should be closer. In this work, the continental philosophy of the second half of the
twentieth century was used for explanations. Only three texts from Paul's original letters are
examined in this book: Romans 13 (on obedience to civil rulers), Galatians 2:
11-14 (on the relationship between religion and modern thought), and Corinthians 11:
16-16 (on Women's veil). The author tries to show that some plausible interpretations were not
provided simply because they were inconsistent with the philosophical, religious, and cultural
thoughts of Europeans on the Bible. Thus, the author mentions the theological and political
assumption of historical criticism, emphasizing the post-secular nature of society and interpre-
tation, and shows that philosophy and interpretation are closely related. Although it is true that
the European self is constructed through dualities that are ironically related to Paul as well but
the fact that Paul does not fit into these dichotomies may be able to notice the European Man
rebuild himself, a more open self to another. /

In the 12th Award, considering the total number of works selected by the
scientific groups of the Award (19 works), 1 works were selected as the
second rank, 10 works as the commendable (adult section), 1 works as the
first, 2 works as the second rank, 1 works as the third and 4 works as the
commendable (young section).

This comparison is valuable because in the research works section of the
Farabi International Award, the method of assessment the "Absolute Criteria"
is used and the achievement of the score is considered. So, some groups
may not have the selected works. This comparison, according to the method
of assessment in the Award, provides an invaluable picture of the Islamic

and the Humanities research works of the country.




Statistical Reports

B .Comparison of the number of winners of Twelve Awards

A Statistical comparison of the winners of Twelve Awards indicates that the
Ist Farabi International Awards 4 works were selected as the first rank, 2
works as the second, 3 works as the third, and 1 works as the commendable
(adult section); 4 works as the third and 3 works as the commendable (young
section).

There was some improvement in the second Award so that four works were
selected as the first rank, 6 works as the second, and 16 works as the third
(adult section) and 7 works as the third (young section).

In the 3rd Award the number of selected works was almost similar to the first
Award and showed decrease compared to the second Award.

In the 4th Award, the number of selected works was almost similar to the
second Award and showed increase compared to the third Award.

In the fifth Award, 2 works were selected as the first rank, 1 work as the
second, 12 works as the third, 2 works as the commendable (adult section)
and 7 works as the first rank, 9 works as the as the third, 3 works as the
commendable (young section).

In the 6th Award, none of the works selected as the first rank by reviewing
the assessment results in the adult section. 2 works were selected as
the second rank, 10 works as the third, 3 works as the commendable (adult
section) 1work as the first, 3 works as the second, 6 works as the third and 3
works as the commendable (young section).

In the 7th Award, none of the works selected as the first rank by reviewing
the assessment results in the adult section too. 7 works were selected as the
second rank, 10 works as the third (adult section), 5 works as the second, 4
works as the third and 5 works as the commendable (young section).

In the 8th Award, 5 selected works and 4 works as the commendable (adult
section), 4 selected works and 4 works as the commendable were honored

(young section).
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- It is noted that in the 10th Farabi, with the approval of the policy
making council, the two groups of "Jurisprudence and Usul (principles of
Islam), Quranic Sciences and Hadith" and "Philosophy, Theosophy, Ethics,
Religion and Mysticism" are divided into two separate groups, which in the
report table Statistical data are presented as aggregation of the two groups.
Also in the 11th edition, the group "Interdisciplinary Studies" was added as
the 15th group to the internal section of the Award.

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3. Comparative Statistics of Works and Winners of Twelve Awards

A.Statistics of works of Twelve Awards

Work registered in secretariat of the 12" award indicate that the number of
works of this edition (4739 works) is different from the 11 previous editions
in the scientific groups, and in general, it is lower than previous edition. Of
course, it is worth mentioning that the decrease in the number of works in
this period can be due to the special conditions (Covid-19 pandemic ) that
have prevailed in the country this year, and especially in the university

Out of 4458 works received in the domestic section and 281 works in the
foreign section, in total, 268 works (6.01%) were accepted in the works
screening of the 15 scientific groups and 41 works (14.59%) accepted
in the foreign section and sent to the juries for assessment. According to
judgment bylaw, the main criteria for making a decision in this stage are
“consensus among members on rejecting a work.” Therefore, any research
with, at least, one positive vote in favor of being sent to independent
judges, will enter the next stage for overarching assessment.

Out of the works assessed in the scientific groups, 19 works (7.08 % of the
works submitted for arbitration) received the privilege and conditions for
introduction to the scientific council of the Award. Of the total number of
works submitted to the scientific council, 19 works (100% of the works that
introduced by scientific council) were introduced as the selected works or
commendable by policymaking council. Also, of the total number of works
and people assessed in the foreign section, 7 people were introduced as se-
lected in the section of Islamic studies and Iranian studies. In terms of
number and rank, the situation in different scientific groups was different.
Assessment of research works is done by 127 members of scientific groups,
scientific council and foreign winners affairs council, who have received
help from the opinions and evaluations of 532 expert judges in this
course. These judges have completed a total of 671 assessment form.
Statistical description of the scientific activities of the Farabi Award is

presented in this section.

total of 4739 research works were sent to the 12th edition of

the Farabi International Award with 606 works on Educational
Sciences, Psychology and Sport Sciences, accounting for the

highest frequency of research works (12.79 percent).

These works have different characteristics; a description is given of
them. From the age category, 3058 (64.53 percent) are adult and 1681
(35.47 percent) are young .3220 (67.95 percent) are male and 1519
(32.05 percent) are female. In terms of type, 2138 works (45.12 percent)
are books, 394 works are reports (8.31 percent), 1057 works (22.30
percent) are academic dissertation (PhD), 1150 works (24.27 percent)
are academic thesis (M. A.).

A statistical report on the above mentioned information sorted by
scientific groups has been given in table accompanied with diagrams.












Procedures of Holding the Award

C. Design and Construction of 12th Farabi Award Memorial

Farabi Award Memorial which is designed and built by the order of the
Secretarait of the Award will be awarded to all Iranian and Foreign winners and
also the selected scholars in the other section.

D. Other Operational Issues

Holding the closing ceremony requires diverse preparatory measures, the most
important of which are as follows:

1.Finalizing time, place of the ceremony and the provision of the necessary
preparations;

2.Coordination with the Office of the President of the Islamic Republic of Iran
to confirm and sign plaques of commendation;

3.Preparing the call for the 13th edition of Farabi International Award to be
announce it at the ceremony;

4.Informing for news coverage of the Award (both before and after ceremony);
5.Coordination for audio and visual coverage and live broadcast of the event;
6.Taking care of all the affairs related to prizes;

7.Design, printing and distribution of the special issue of the 12th Award.

(Due to the special conditions prevailing in the country because of the
outbreak of Covid-19 and the instructions of the National Headquarters for
Corona Disease Management not to hold large gatherings, the closing ceremony
of this Award will be held virtually with the presence of Vice President for
Science and Technology, the Minister of Science, Research and technology and

the winners of the Award and live broadcast from the website of the Award).
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5.All the meetings of the groups were declared official with the presence of at
least five members and the decisions of the scientific groups were made with the
opinion of the majority present;

6.All documents related to the evaluation of works and decisions made by groups
are recorded and kept as confidential documents. All works were assessed
through the judgment process and on the basis of principles of “impartiality”
and “justice” in judgment and the scientific groups proceeded according to the
approved steps. In every stage of assessment, some works were excluded and
eligible ones entered the next stage. This situation was different for various

groups.

5. Executive Measures Taken about Farabi Award

Secretariat of the Farabi International Award has made meticulous plans and
a clear schedule for the closing ceremony of the Award. The most important
measures taken in this regard include:

A. Consultation with National Elites Foundation

Given the firm criteria used for assessment of research works in the Farabi
International Award, which is carried out by renowned academic figures,
creators of selected research works are considered scientific elite. Therefore,
in order for them to take advantage of facilities and privileges of the National
Elites Foundation, extensive correspondence and consultation was done with the
Foundation and it was decided that the Foundation should grant special research
credits to selected participants introduced to the Foundation by Secretariat of
the 12th Award.

B. Consultation with International Bodies Contributing to the Award

Coordination with national commission and regional offices of UNESCO and
ISESCO to get their cooperation in organizing the Award and presenting the
commendation plaques to the selected participants is one of the activities of this

section.
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Third Stage (Selection by the group): In this stage, the scientific group, after
reviewing the average results of the evaluations of the previous stages, decides
on the selected research work and its rank and determines the selected works
(one work as the selected work and one work as a commendable work in each
scientific group) and introduces their list along with the complete file of the
work in writing through the head of the secretariat to the scientific council of
the Award.

Fourth Stage (Final Selection): The final selection of works and their
ranking is done by the Scientific Council of the Award. At this stage, the head
of each group introduces and defends the selected works of the group, along
with all the records and documents related to the judging, in the meeting of
the scientific council. At this stage, the quality of selected works of different
groups is compared to each other and after discussing all works and reviewing
the judgments, the best works and their ranks are determined by the majority
of the Council members, then sent to the Award policymaking council for final

approval.

B. Process of Assessment of Research Works in the 12th Award

In evaluating each of the research works, several basic points were considered
by the scientific groups; which can be mentioned as the Award procedure:

1.As far as possible, the authors of research works that participated in this
period of the Award were excluded from judging other works;

2.In most cases, Jury members of a work were selected from universities and
research centres outside the workplace of the author;

3.All judges of scientific groups evaluated the submitted works based on a
specific and identical worksheet, which in addition to announcing the score for
each index, also provided a description about it;

4.Jury members for every work were chosen out of those with specialty in the
relevant field and, if possible, with a higher scientific rank than the author of

the work;
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The results of independent assessments along with original works and research
track records of researchers were sent to Selected Foreign Scholars Council.
After deliberations, 7 outstanding scholars were approved and selected for their

works on Iranian and Islamic Studies.

4. Selection of Research Works Process

A. Judgment and Selection of Works Process

Due to importance of scientific exactitude in selection of top works, transparent
processes were formulated for assessment of works, which were confirmed
by the Scientific Council before implementation. Those processes which were
outlined in bylaws and circulars ensure accurate assessment of the participating
works. Works were judged in scientific groups and councils in the following
pentagonal stages:

First Stage (Early screening): At this stage, members of every group study
the works and choose the best ones which conform to the primary standards for
form of research and judges are appointed for each group. To reject a research
work the unanimous vote of all the present members of a group is imperative;
otherwise the work would find its way to the next stage. Then a special form is
filled in and signed for every work. The proceedings of the session containing
the titles of all accepted and rejected works is signed by all members of the
scientific group.

Second Stage (Comprehensive assessment): At this stage, works which are
accepted in the previous stage, along with detailed forms containing viewpoints
of group members, are sent to three jury members specialized on that subject.
Jury members for every scientific group assess those works independently and
anonymously on the basis of the standards set out by the relevant forms. At this
stage, every work is first assessed by three jury members and if their viewpoints
were contradictory, a fourth jury member would be appointed and sum of the

points would be taken as a basis for final decision.
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for the closing ceremony of 12th Farabi International Award and speech of the
President at the ceremony. It was decided to hold the ceremony in a limited and
virtual manner due to the outbreak of Covid-19.

3. Detailed Report on the Executive Measures Related to Foreign Section

The call for foreign works was sent out by the website of Farabi International
Award and some other organizations which are active in cultural and
international fields like Islamic Culture and Communications Organization,
Ministry of Foreign Affairs as well as International Scientific Cooperation
Centre of Ministry of Science, Research and Technology. Apart from the call,
some institutes active in Iran and Islam studies were consulted to introduce
relevant members and works for assessment to Secretariat of the Farabi
International Award.

The Foreign Selected Works Council is chaired by secretary of the Award with
head of the Secretariat; director of the International Scientific Cooperation
Centre affiliated to the Ministry of Science, Research and Technology; Director
General for Security at the Ministry of Science, Research and Technology;
Plenipotentiary Representative of the Foreign Minister; Representative of
the National Commission of the United Nations Educational, Scientific and
Cultural Organization (UNESCO); and Secretary of the National Commission
of Islamic Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization (ISESCO),
Representative of Iran Studies Foundation and Representative of the Culture
and Communication Organization as its members gave their final viewpoints
on current affairs, procedures and foreign selected works in during the sessions.
At last, 281 foreign research works were received and assessed.

During assessment process, all research works were first screened in
consultation with pundits. Then a list of all researchers studying Iran and Islam
was prepared for assessment. Then specialized judges were chosen for every
research work after consultation with directors of scientific groups of the Award

and research works as sent to them.
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E. Taking Steps for Assessment of Research Works

Secretariat of Farabi International Award, which puts special emphasis on
the rule of law, honesty, accuracy and observance of scientific and technical
criteria, does its best to receive, register, and assess scientific works by trained
experts in an impartial manner. The experts did their jobs throughout the
assessment period under the supervision of secretary of the Scientific Council
and director of the scientific group.

The number of research works received for the 12th Award included 4458
domestic and 281 foreign works which were unevenly distributed among
various groups. Received works were assessed within 15 scientific groups of
the 12th Award on the basis of the relevant bylaw. Specifications of received
works were presented in tables and figures contained in the statistical report
of the special bulletin.

Each scientific group on the basis of scientific fields got help of specialist
judges for assessment of the works. Jury members for research works in
the 12th Award included 491 professors and researchers from state-run and
private scientific and research centres from across the country that have

independently assessed 268 works.

F. Convening Meeting of Policymaking Council

In order to review a report on the process of evaluating research works and also
to approve the selected works of domestic scientific groups, foreign section
and selected other sections and to discuss the Award policies and its role in
improving the status of humanities and Islamic research, the policymaking
council meeting was attended by the majority of members.

G. Explaining Goals and Process of 12th Award to Concerned Officials
Based on regulations, the executive plan of the activities of the secretariat of the
12th Farabi Award was prepared. In addition, correspondence and consultation

was held with the Office of the President to determine and announce the time
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B. Admission and Registration of Research Works

A total of 4739 research works were sent to the Secretariat before the deadline
expired and they were sorted according to the relevant scientific groups, name
of the creator, and other information needed for judgment process, which has
been registered at the office and data bank of the Secretariat. Each work was
assigned an individual registration number and the creators were informed of

admission of their works.

C. Convening Meetings of Scientific Council

During the preparations for holding the Award, the Scientific Council of the
12th Award convened twice. In these meetings, in addition to serious and
detailed discussion on the status and necessity of the Award and ways of
protecting it as a major achievement in humanities, other measures were taken
including examining worksheets for evaluating research works, reviewing and
approving the judgment process in scientific groups, reviewing the proposed
suggestions for amending judgment process bylaw and the final selection of
selected research works of each group.

D. Convening Meetings of Scientific Groups

After appointing directors of the 15 scientific groups by the Policymaking
Council, and issuing their mandates by the secretary of the Award, members
of scientific groups were also determined in coordination with directors of
those groups. Then coordination was made for holding sessions and discussing
research works. To do this, one expert was assigned to follow up executive
affairs of four scientific groups who worked under the supervision of director
of the related group and in coordination with the official in charge of scientific
groups’ affairs. A total of 71 sessions were held by scientific groups, each
session in the presence of at least five members of the group. Each session

lasted an average of 3 minutes.
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C. Preparing and activating the 12th Farabi International Award website
In order to register and receive the works electronically, as in recent editions,

the Award website has been updated.

2. Measures Related to Admission, Assessment and Selection of Research
Works

A. Call for Domestic and Foreign Works

The most important information measures related to the call for works are as
follows:

Designing and publishing posters calling for research works; Conducting
correspondence and sending posters of calls electronically to related
educational groups, Vice chancellor for education and research of the faculties
and universities as well as scientific and research institutes across the country;
Corresponding and sending call posters to scientific associations licensed by
the Ministry of Science, Research and Technology to submit Research works,
Conducting correspondence and sending call posters to the prominent publishers
in the field of humanities and Islamic sciences to send related works, (Due to the
Covid 19 pandemic, and in order to comply with health protocols, the call has
been sent electronically to universities and scientific and publishing institutions),
informing the call several times by the main news agencies of the country,
News broadcasting as well as news websites and websites of universities and
scientific associations, broadcasting the advertising teasers calling for works
on TV channels and informing some embassies, and representations of foreign
countries in Tehran, as well as the embassies of the Islamic Republic of Iran in
other countries (through the Ministry of Foreign Affairs) and cultural centers
of the Islamic Republic of Iran in other countries (through Islamic Culture and

Communication Organization).




1. Measures Related to Organizational and Executive

Preparation of Issues

In order to hold the 12th edition of the Farabi International Award,
a series of actions and operational processes were placed on the
agenda of the Secretariat and after the decision was made by the
award officials, the process of calling and receiving the works
started on August 31, 2020 and continued until November 10,
2020. The most important of these measures can be summarized

as follows:

A. Updating the Data Bank of the Audience

In order to ensure better and more extensive information
dissemination to the scientific community as well as to facilitate
interaction with researchers, the information cited in the data bank

was reviewed and completed.

B. Return of Works Sent to 11th Farabi International Award
Based on the Secretariat’s previous procedure, all of the received
books in previous edition of the Award were delivered to
specialized and academic libraries of the country.

3. Other winners, whose selection according to their scientific title is
including: Selecting and praising a pioneer of humanities in Iran; Selection and
introduction of ground breaking figures in humanities who have just deceased
and whose works and activities are still praiseworthy; Selecting and honouring
a prominent theorist after introduction by the board supporting theorization
seats; Selecting and introducing of prominent and influential translators
of humanities books; Selecting and honouring one active and influential
scientific-research journal; Selecting and honouring a top learned society.

The rank and titles of the winners and their gifts and prizes are given in Table 1.
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or researchers who work under the supervision of the manager of the group.
The 12th FIA consists of the following 15 groups: 1. Ethics, Religion and
Mysticism; 2. History, Geography and Archaeology; 3. Law; 4. Language,
Literature and Linguistics; 5. Social Sciences and Communication Sciences;
6. Economics, Management and Finance; 7. Educational Sciences, Psychology
and Sport Sciences; 8. Political Sciences, International Relations and Regional
Studies; 9. Quranic Sciences, Exegesis and Hadith; 10. Jurisprudence and Usul
(Principles of Islamic Jurisprudence); 11. Philosophy, Logic and Theosophy;
12. Information Technology, Library and Information Science; 13. Studies on
Islamic Revolution and Imam Khomeini; 14. Arts and Aesthetic Studies; 15.
Art and Aesthetic Studies

In this award, research works are received in four forms: book, research project,

doctoral dissertation and master’s thesis.

E. Prizes and Privileges

Getting scores and ranks, either as a winner or commendable, in both levels, the
Adults and the Youth, will entitle a work to all the privileges cited in the bylaws
and decisions of the Ministry of Science, Research and Technology special to
international events. Granting those privileges will be followed by the council
of deputy ministers of the Ministry of Science, Research and Technology or
every one of the relevant deputy ministers. Also, selected works of scientific
groups will be covered by the National Elites Foundation and can avail of all
legal privileges of the Foundation.

In addition to the privileges enumerated in those bylaws, there are cash prizes
for research institutes and top researchers the amount of which is annually
determined and confirmed by the Policymaking Council. Commendation
plaque from the President of Iran, a joint commendation plaque from the
President of the Iran’s National Elite Foundation and Vice president for

Science and Technology (Presidency of the Islamic Republic of Iran) and the
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International Award. Having appointed by the Minister of Science, Research

and Technology, the secretary will be in charge of all scientific and executive
aspects of the Award. He is also in charge of the Scientific Council and the
Minister’s substitute in the Policy-making Council of the Award.

4. Head of the Secretariat of the Award: The head of secretariat and Secretary
of Scientific Council of FIA, is appointed officially by the Minister of Science,
Research and Technology according to the suggestion of FIA Secretary. The
main and operational role of the Secretariat of the Farabi International Award is
the preparation and executive management of all affairs and stages of the Award
which has been established from the beginning of the Award at the Research
Institute for Social and Cultural Studies of the Ministry of Science, Research
and Technology. The steering committee of the FIA, which is formed in the
Secretariat, consists of Deputy Minister of Science, Research and Technology
for Cultural and Social Affairs (secretary of the Award); Deputy Minister of
Science, Research and Technology for Research and Head of the Research
Institute for Social and Cultural Studies of the Ministry of Science, Research
and Technology (Head of the Secretariat).

5. Scientific Council of the Award: This council is the main source in decision
making and supervision over scientific programs of the award. It gives final
confirmation on judgment bylaws and assessment of top participants which
are executed after endorsement by the Policy Making Council. Members of
the Scientific Council include secretary of the Award, managers of fifteen
scientific groups, head of the Secretariat, secretary of the Scientific Council
and delegation of National Elites Foundation. The Scientific Council evaluates
the research works through the scientific groups.

Screening, judgment and selection of the works and participants is done by
scientific groups of the Award. Scientific groups have the most specialized
functional and operational position in the process of judging and selecting

the best works of the Award. Each group includes 5-7 prominent scholars
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the president, the policymaking council, the secretary and secretariat, and the
scientific council, whose specifications follow:

1. President of the Award: The Minister of Science, Research and Technology
is the president of the Farabi International Award;

2. Policymaking Council: This council is the highest body making decisions
on and supervising over large-scale programs of the Award. Its main members
include: Minister of Science, Research and Technology (President of the
Council); Deputy Minister of Science, Research and Technology for Cultural
and Social Affairs (Vice President and Secretary); Deputy Minister of Science,
Research and Technology for Research; Deputy Director of Science and
Culture at the Management and Planning Organization of Iran; Deputy of
National Elites Foundation; President of the Academy of Sciences; President of
the Academy of Persian Language and Literature; President of the Humanities
and Cultural Studies Research Institute; President of the Islamic Culture and
Thought Research Institute; President of the Iranian Institute of Philosophy;
Head of the Iran Studies Foundation; Deputy Director for Research of the Qom
Seminary; Secretary-General of the National Commission and Regional Office
of ISESCO; Secretary-General of the National Commission and Regional
Office of UNESCO; Three to five prominent scholars in humanities and
social sciences as proposed by the Farabi International Award Secretary and
confirmed by Minister of Science, Research and Technology.

3. Secretary of the Award: Deputy Minister of Science, Research and

Technology for Cultural and Social Affairs is secretary of the Farabi
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scientific, artistic, and literary dimensions of Iran to the world and also helps Iranian

researchers get a breast of new scientific and cultural achievements in the world.
3.Transparency of Processes: Types of activities and relevant processes
have been defined and approved by relevant councils in the Award, so that
personal choices are not taken as criteria and all measures are taken according
to informed decisions. Observation of approved rules and regulations is among
inevitable principles of the Award. Revision and improvement of rules and
regulations is constantly followed through legal channels.

4.Certainty of judgment: To make sure about integrity of judgment and
impartiality in assessing works, emphasis is laid on the rule of law on the one
hand, and on the other hand, according to decisions made by the Policymaking
Council of the Award, all persons who work with any of the scientific councils
or executive sections of the Award will not be allowed to take part in that
edition of the Award. In this regard, a number of members change in each
edition. In this regard, a number of members change in each period. Also, each
work is evaluated by multiple reviewers.

5.Indirect Model Building: This Award enjoys special features through which
it embarks on building a “model” to play an unofficial legislative role in the
area of humanities research. Those features are: First, the Award “defines”
indexes and criteria of assessment; Second, it embodies a systematic effort
to “determine” examples of researches; Third, the Award provides conditions
for increased “attention” to such researches; Fourth, the Award pays “tribute”
to creators and supporters of such researches. Fifth, Selected works will be
introduced to different ways. These five features are, in fact, facets of an
indirect model building process and indirectly motivate researchers to act upon
the model offered by the Farabi International Award.

D. Organizational Structure
In order to achieve the above goals and fulfil its duties in a suitable manner,

the Farabi International Award’s structure consists of four main pillars, that is,
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organizational communications of the event are in line with the predetermined
goals and have been organized in such a way as to get maximum support from
the Ministry of Science, Research and Technology and other research and
educational centres involved in the development of humanities. To organize the
Award, they have taken advantage of valuable experiences of other international
events held in the country as well as the viewpoints and proposals forwarded
by the Academy of Arts and other research and scientific institutes of Iran.
In addition, many scientific and research institutions at seminary schools and
universities have been called on to take active part in policymaking for the
Award. On the whole, the Award represents a collective effort aimed to identify
and praise prominent figures in this field.

The Award receives, assesses and selects works at two “young” (under 35
years) and “adult” levels and covers Iran and overseas in terms of geographical
coverage. As for domestic works, all research works on humanities will be
accepted and when it comes to foreign works, researches on the Islamic
civilization, Iran and the Islamic Revolution will be accepted and evaluated.
On the whole, the following points can be enumerated as the most important
structural characteristics of the Farabi International Award, which help it to
continue and keep going:

1.Being Periodical: The Award is held annually in Iran. The 1st edition was
held in February 2007, the 2nd edition in January 2008, the 3rd edition in
November 2009, the 4th edition in October 2010, the 5th edition in October
2011, the 6th edition in October 2012, the 7th edition in January 2015, the 8th
edition in Februray 2017, the 9th edition in January 2018, the 10th edition in
Februray 2019, the 11th edition in August 2020 and the 12th edition will be
held in July 2021 in Tehran.

2.Being International: All (Iranian and non-Iranian) researchers in humanities
and Islamic sciences may participate in the event. The Award is a good venue
for exchange of viewpoints among thinkers, scientists, researchers, artists and

scientific and cultural institutions across the Islamic world. It introduces cultural,
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and Islamic sciences and fit for needs of mankind and a progressive Islamic
society and creation of motivational capabilities and innovation in this respect.
In line with this sublime objective, the Award pursues the following goals:

* Recognizing and introducing top talents in Islamic and Humanities sciences;
* Introducing top researches and theories as well as innovative methods and
proposals in Islamic and humanities sciences among thinkers of all over the world;
e Encouraging the production, strengthening, developing and localizing of
humanities in Iran and Islamic world;

* Providing favorable cultural conditions for developing and deepening the
Islamic and humanities sciences in the country in order to encourage and direct
young talents towards education and research in this domain;

* Assisting to explain necessity, functionality, important and influencing role of
humanities in the process of planning and policy-making in local and national
levels and different fields;

* Helping to make practical of humanities through recognizing issues and
needs of Iran and Islamic world;

» Encouraging researchers to recognize, critical correction and research on
texts and scientific and cultural heritage of Islamic Iran;

* Familiarizing and deepening the awareness of Iran society and Islamic world,
specially the youth, with achievements and application of humanities in the
producing science, civilization-building and managing society;

* Paving the ground for active presence of humanities and social sciences of
Islamic Republic of Iran in global level.

C. Structural Features of the Award

The Farabi International Award is held annually by the Ministry of Science,

Research and Technology in cooperation with the United Nations Educational,
Scientific and Cultural Organization (UNESCO), Islamic Educational,
Scientific and Cultural Organization (ISESCO), National Elites Foundation and

some important domestic scientific and research centres. Internal relations and
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the spirit of research and innovation in all scientific, cultural and Islamic fields
reinforces among researchers the belief in knowledge-based development and
development of knowledge in the field of humanities.

On the whole, “Farabi International Award” can be considered as an opportunity
and motivation to develop an atmosphere of scientific competition, a field to
expand the scientific value of the findings in this field, which leads to the
promotion of its status in the knowledge management discourse and system;
an important and effective task that finds its obligations from the objectivity of
the necessity of the goals and horizons desired in the vision document of the

Islamic Republic of Iran.

2.Legal Bases, Goals and Structure of the Award

A. Legal Bases

Emphasis on the need to pay attention to the development and strengthening of
humanities caused the country’s officials and experts to prioritize policymaking
and strategic planning in the direction of qualitative improvement and
transformation in humanities research and through this enabled the
implementation of the first legal steps to achieve this important issue. Among
the legal bases for the formation of this award, we can mention paragraph 4 of
Article 3 of the Constitution of the Islamic Republic of Iran; Where in an article
of this highest legislative charter of the country, “ Strengthening the spirit of
inquiry, investigation, and innovation in all scientific, technical, cultural, and
Islamic spheres by establishing research centers and encouraging researchers
is considered as an important mission.

That is why the Farabi International Award is held by the Ministry of Science,
Research and Technology as one of the constant and important calendar events
of the humanities for more than a decade in the country.

B. Goals of the Award

The general goal of the Farabi International Award is to pave the way for

desirable grounds, great attention to generation of knowledge in humanities
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development of human and Islamic sciences, is justified as a national requisite

and is a goal pursued by the “Farabi International Award” in order to “give
credit to human and Islamic sciences”.

B. Necessity of Theorization in Humanities

The growing and effective role played by humanities in various countries is
undeniable in development of their national power and in promoting their
international status. This open reality reminds us that the political and social units
of a certain land are unable to attain a definition and compilation of an appropriate
model of balanced development under their own internal situation without attention
to the principle of “theorization” in the area of human science. Therefore, in order to
develop the frontiers of knowledge and attaining powerful theoretical and ensuing
scientific perspectives it is imperative for the status of humanities to be revived.

C. Necessity of Critiquing Dominant Discourse in Humanities

Critiquing dominant discourse is a tool to learn about the existing potentials and
the need to offer alternatives. For a country that intends to renovate a society
which has its roots in a scientific and cultural heritage compatible with its values
and traditions, re-evaluation of the dominant discourse in its areas of knowledge
is an undeniable necessity for its epistemological and physical development.
Here, centres and institutes are needed to take over a part of the functions which
generate motivation, ideas and facilitate practical achievement of this big change.
With respect to its motivational, exchangeable and planning function, the Farabi

International Award can play an effective role in this respect.

D. Preparing Conditions to Present Iranian Products in Humanities at
International Arena

The Farabi International Award is a unique opportunity for incentive building
and strengthening the desire for planning research works in humanities and

Islamic sciences at international level; an opportunity that through strengthening
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plan-oriented and effective activities of humanities in various social arenas. This is
while despite the undisputable importance of humanities, this science, its status and
function in the country has been ignored in national strategic planning. In reaction
to this undesirable situation and in an effort to come out and get rid of the existing
problems dominating over the national status of human and Islamic sciences,
divergent viewpoints have been raised. One of the vital measures that could help
strengthen and elevate humanities in the country was the idea of holding the Farabi
International Award, special on humanities and Islamic sciences, a move that was
warmly welcomed by the scientific community of the country and continues to be
broadly supported and contributed by the said community.

With respect to the necessity of making this national resolve operational, the
Secretariat of the Farabi International Award was set up in 2007 at the Institute
for Social and Cultural Studies of the Ministry of Science, Research and
Technology. In this way the procedure of holding the award annually started so
that the objective of “paving the way for elevation of research in the fields of
human and Islamic sciences” would be achieved by encouraging research, the
introduction of research and exchange opportunities and with special attention
to “innovation” and its “applied nature” within the framework of meeting the
needs and resolving the problems of the Iranian society on the basis of the
Vision Plan and the five-year development plans. The necessities of holding
Farabi Award can be categorized in the following sections:
