Grigol Beradze

Biography ™

Dr. Grigol Barzade, an Iranologist and professor at Ilia State University of Georgia, was born in
1943 in Thilisi. In 1965, Bradze graduated from the State Faculty of Oriental Studies at Tbilisi
State University with a degree in Iranian Studies and Middle Eastern History, and joined the
Institute of Oriental Studies of the Georgian Academy of Sciences in Tbilisi, where he began his
postgraduate studies. In 1970, he received a doctorate in Iranian studies from the University of
Thilisi. Dr. Bradzeh was invited by the Ministry of Education of Iran as an expert translator from
1974 to 1977. From 1996 until today, he has held the position of Deputy Director, Managing
Director and Chief Research Fellow at the Institute of Oriental Studies in Tbilisi.
Grigol Bradze is a Vice-President of the Georgian-Iranian Society for Scientific-Cultural
Relationship and Collaboration (since 1993), and Deputy Chairman of the Joint Georgian-
Iranian Commission on the Teaching of Persian Language in Georgia (since 1996).
He is elected as a Member of the Societas Iranologica Europaea, Rome (since 1990); Member
of the European Society for Central Asian Studies (since 1998); Member of the Central Eurasian
Studies Society (since 2000); Member of the Association for the Study of Persianate Societies,
USA (since 2004); Member of Academic Council of the International Research Centre for
East-West Relations, Tbilisi (in 1993-2008); Member of Board of the International Centre
for Geopolitical and Regional Studies, Tbilisi (in 1995-2010); Member of the Association of
Georgia’s Relationship with Arab Countries, Tbilisi (since 1991). Dr. Grigol Barzade is also a
member of the editorial board of many magazines.
Dr. Grigol Beradze in various years (1972-1974, 1979-1995) taught the history and geography
of Iran at Iv. Javakhishvili Tbilisi State University. From 1991 to 2009 he was a Professor of
the modern Persian language and Iranian history at Tbilisi Institute of Asia and Africa, where he
also conducted a special seminar “Georgian-Iranian historical and cultural relations”.
He has studied problems of the history and culture of Iran, Central Asia and the Caucasus of
the Middle Ages and Modern Times, problems of the historical and cultural interrelations of
Iran and Georgia, as well as different issues and problems of history of Islamic art, Islamic
epigraphy, numismatics, and sphragistics.
Dr. Grigol Beradze has participated in numerous international scientific congresses, conferences
and symposia in Tbilisi, Moscow, Baku, Yerevan, Tehran, Istanbul, London, Berlin, Paris,
Rome, Vienna, Delhi, Sarajevo, St. Petersburg, Cambridge, Isfahan, Shiraz, Mashhad, etc.,
and has published up to 100 scholarly works in Georgian, Russian, English, German, French,
Persian, Arabic and Japanese languages. He is editor-in-chief of the first Georgian-language
encyclopedic reference book about Islam, published in 1999 in Tbilisi. In 1998-1999, the
Persian text of the Vasiyyat-Name-ye Siyyasi—Elahi-ye Emam Khomeini was translated into the
Georgian language by a group of Georgian Iranologists in the G. Tsereteli Institute of Oriental

Biography M\

Professor Susan Roaf was born in 1958 in Penang, Malaysia. She studied in Australia and the
United Kingdom. Susan Roaf obtained her first degree in architecture in 1975 at the University
of Manchester. she later graduated with a degree in architecture from the London Architecture
Association. Susan Roaf received her Ph.D. in 1989 from the Oxford Brookes University,
studying Windcatchers of Yazd in Iran. After graduating Roaf lectured in Technology and
Design at Oxford Brookes from 1989 to 2005 but moved to Heriot-Watt University in
Edinburgh in 2005 where she was appointed Professor of Architectural Engineering. She
has practiced for a number of years on the design of housing, schools, hospitals and town
planning, and has taught at Baghdad University, University of Federico Naples I, the Open
University, and Arizona State University. Her research focuses on windcatchers, traditional
Middle Eastern and nomadic technologies. Professor Roaf also studied architecture in Iran,
Mesopotamian archeology, photovoltaics, low carbon, resistance and sustainable design and
thermal comfort from areas in Yazd-Iran.

Susan Roaf has a prominent personality in Britain because she built the Oxford Ecohouse,
a house in Oxford designed to maximise energy efficiency. It is equipped with the first
photovoltaic cell roof installed in Britain. She is a designer, teacher, writer, and pioneer of solar
energy, and chairs the International Teachers' Chair at the Architecture Organization and the
Crane Westminster Counting Team. She is also the chair of many international conferences,
including the Second International Conference on Solar Cities in 2006, the Windsor Conference
on Thermal Comforts in 1994, 2001, 2004, 2006 and 2008, and the Architectural Education
Conferences in 2006. 1995, 1998, 2000, 2002 and 2008 at the University of Florence. She has
also been responsible for a wide range of planning committees, urban design, architecture,
etc. Susan Roaf is a member of the South Korean-based International Solar Cities Design
Board, the director of Dundee Solar City on the Advisory Board of the Resistance Design
Institute in New York, and the director of the Edinburgh Carbon Innovation Center. She was
also a member of the Oxford City Council from 2001 to 2008 and chaired the Environmental
Review Committee. Her recent awards include 2013 Top 6 - UK ‘First Women’ Awards
as a ‘Visionary’ in the Built Environment’; 2013 Top 10 ‘Women in Architecture’ Awards,
Architect’s Journal, and in 2010 ‘the AJ’s most influential UK architectural academic’ in the
field of Sustainable Design. She lectures internationally, and is an expert adviser in the field of
energy and buildings to organisations in the USA, Austria, New Zealand, Norway and Italy.
She has also studied aspects of traditional technologies during 10 years of research in Iran
and Iraq. Her recent research covers solar systems, micro-grids, community energy, energy
storage, low carbon, resilient, sustainable and eco design, thermal comfort and traditional
Cnergy technologies. j
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Nobuaki Kondo

Biography M

Nobuaki Kondo is a professor at Research Institute for Languages and Cultures of Asia
and Africa (ILCAA), Tokyo University of Foreign Studies, and currently the deputy
director of the institute. He was born in 1966 in Tokyo. He studied at the Department
of Oriental History, the University of Tokyo. After acquiring an MA degree in 1989,
he entered the Ph.D. course in the same department. He studied under the supervision
of Professors Tsugitaka Sato, the Mamluk historian, and Masashi Haneda, the Safavid
historian. He acquired Ph. D. degree in 1997 with the dissertation titled “Local Powers
in Iran from the Seventeenth to the Nineteenth Century.”

He was appointed as the assistant professor at the Department of History, Tokyo
Metropolitan University, in 1994. He moved to ILCAA in 2002 as an associate professor
and promoted to the professorship in 2015.

His interest is related to the early modern history of Iran, including the Safavids and
the Qajars. He is a specialist in Persian documents, especially of waqf and sharia court
documents. His books, Persian Documents: Social History of Iran and Turan in
15th-19th Centuries (ed.) (London: Routledge Curzon, 2003) and Islamic Law and
Society in Iran: A Social History of Qajar Tehran. (Abingdon and New York: Routledge,
2017) are pioneer works in Persian document studies. He is the first researcher who
tacked Persian Shari ‘a Court Registers from Qajar Iran. From his book, one can
understand how Islamic law worked in Qajar society and how ‘ulama practiced the law
at that time.

He also published the complete edition of the Dastur al-Moluk, the Safavid manual of
administration in 2018. The work is so important in Safavid history but the previous
editions were incomplete. He succeeded in referring to the complete version preserved
in Hyderabad, India, and published the entire content of the work. Miras-e Maktub in
Tehran is expected to publish the revised edition. He is also interested in Persianate
societies, including Afghanistan, Central Asia, and India. He has a few Japanese articles
on the history of Persian tazkiras, biographies of poets.

Dr. Ali Mehdi Zaitoun was born in 1947 in a village in the Baalbek in Lebanon.
In 1973, he received his bachelor's degree in Arabic language and literature from
the University of Damascus. In 1981, he received his MSc in the same field from
Saint Joseph’s University of Beirut. In 1984, he defended his doctorate from the same
university by writing a dissertation entitled "The Impact of the Quranic Miracle on
the Development of Literary Criticism from the Beginning of the Fifth Century to
the End of the Seventh Century AH". In addition to his professorship, Dr. Zaitoun
has been the Professor of the Department of Language and Literature, Faculty of
Literature, Branch 4, University of Lebanon, for four years, and has supervised
many master's and doctoral dissertations. Professor Zaitoun has been teaching Arabic
language and literature at the Dar al Moalemmen (University) in Zahl¢ district for two
years. He has participated in many conferences of Arabic language and literature in
Lebanon and the Arab world and has held several international workshops in the field
of literature and criticism. He has numerous publications and writings in the field of
literary criticism, text analysis and also on Nahj al-Balaghah. Among his works, the
following can be mentioned:

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Haidar Bagir

Biography ™

Haidar Bagir, (born on February 20, 1957) is an Indonesian entrepreneur, philanthropist, author,
lecturer and the president director of the Mizan Group. He got his undergraduate degree from
the Department of Industrial Engineering, Institut Teknologi Bandung (Bandung Institute of
Technology). He finished his course works at the Graduate Program of the State Institute of
Islamic Thought, Jakarta, but received his Master’s degree from the Center for Middle Eastern
Studies at Harvard University, and his doctoral degree from the Department of Humanities,
Universitas Indonesia (with one year research in the Department of History and Philosophy of
Science at Indiana University, Bloomington) with dissertation entitled Mystical Experience in
the Epistemology of Mulla Shadra and its Comparison with Heidegger’s Idea about Thinking
(Denken).

Bagir teaches at the Islamic College for Advanced Studies (ICAS)/ Sadra Institute in Jakarta,
is the chairman of the Lazuardi Hayati Foundation for Education (an umbrella organization
of a network of pre-K to K-12 schools in several cities in Indonesia), Founder of YASMIN (a
foundation for philanthropic works on community education and health in Jakarta), and chairman
of IMAN Center for the Development of Positive Sufism. Bagir has been a recipient of several
grants and awards from U.S. ingtitutions, including a Fulbright Grant for Graduate Studies
at the Center for Middle Eastern Studies, Harvard University, a Fulbright Grant for Doctoral
Research in the Department of History and Philosophy of Science at Indiana University, and
the CTNS Award for Religion and Science Curriculum Development. He has taught Islam in
the University of Sciences in Philadelphia as a visiting scholar within Fulbright’s Direct Access
to the Muslim World program and was appointed as the Misher Professor of Humanities 2005
by the university. He has been the president director of Mizan Group, one of the biggest book
publishing companies in Indonesia, which he founded in 1982.

With some prominent Indonesian figures he declared a movement called Gerakan Islam Cinta
(Comapassionate Islam Movement), to revive the understanding that Islam is not merely about
rules and laws, but also - mainly - about loving others. Bagir’s name has also been included
in the list of the 500 Most Influential Muslims in the World, in all editions from 2009 to
2015, issued by the Prince Alwaleed Bin Talal Center for Muslim-Christian Understanding
at Georgetown University and the Royal Islamic Strategic Studies Center in Amman, Jordan.
Bagir was one of the winners of 2018 Global Business & Peace Awards held in Seoul for his
contributions in interfaith understanding and peace in Indonesia.

He has written numerous papers and articles on various topics — especially in the fields of
Islamic philosophy, mysticism, and thought — published in national newspapers, magazines,
and journals as well as in several books and seminar proceedings and authored eighteen books.

Biography M

Professor Linda Clark, an Islamologist and professor of Islamic studies at Concordia
University in Montréal, Canada, was born in 1959. Clark received her bachelor's degree
in political science from McGill University in 1977. Following an MA degree in Middle
Eastern History at the Department of Middle East and Islamic Studies at the University
of Toronto in 1980, she returned to the Institute of Islamic Studies to take a second MA,
with a thesis titled, “Arabic Elegy Between the Jahiliyah and Islam: Developments in he
Marthiyah from the Sixth to Seventh Centuries AD” in 1987, under the direction of the
late Professor Issa Boullata. Her doctoral thesis, titled “Early Doctrine of the Shi ‘ah,
According to the Shiite Sources,” also at the Institute of Islamic Studies and under the
supervision of Professors Hermann Landolt and Mehdi Mohaghegh, was one of the first
works to explore the doctrinal aspects of Shiite hadith.

Professor Clarke began her teaching career at the Department of Middle East and Asian
Studies (now Eastern Languages & Civilizations) at the University of Pennsylvania,
followed by the Department of Religion at Bard College, New York, and finally, for the
last twenty years, the Department of Religions and Cultures at Concordia University,
Montréal, where she was also Department Chair for six years. Her research interests
include Shia, women, law (especially in relation to gender), and Islam in the West, and
she focuses mainly on the geographical areas of the Arab Middle East and Iran. She is
currently studying Shiite-Sunni relations. She is the author of numerous publications on
Islamic law, Shiite studies, and contemporary Islamic thought.

Her recent publications include “Aql (Reason) in Modern Shiite Thought: The Example
of Muhammad Jawad Maghniyya” in Essays in Islamic Philology, History, and
Philosophy (2016) and “Belief and unbelief in Shi‘T thought” in Encyclopedia of Islam
(2017). Her other works include “Elegy on Husayn”and “Beacons of light: Muhammad
the Prophet and Fatimah: the Radiant”. Prof. Clarke’s 2013 Women in Nigab Speak,
the first study of women wearing face veils in the West, will be followed by "Unveiled
Muslim Women, Views and Voices", for which field work is presently underway.

Biography M

Abdollah Kowsari was born on November 13, 1946 in Hamedan and left for Tehran in 1948
with his family. He spent his primary education at the newly established Razi School and
his secondary education at Alborz High School, which had a tremendous impact on his life.
It was in this high school that his literary taste developed and he wanted to study literature
at the University of Tehran, but on the advice of others, he decided to study economics, so
he Studied economics at Shahid Beheshti University. From the early 1961s, his poems were
published in some literary magazines, including “Jong-e Torfe” and “Ferdowsi” and since
1967, she has been continuously collaborating with Khushe Literary Journal and Ketab-¢
Jom'e (Book of Friday).
After completing his undergraduate studies, Kowsari went to England to study the language.
Being in space and exploring the neighboring countries of England taught him a lot. Kowsari
worked for a short time (1973 to 1975) in the Central Library of the National University and
translated two books there, then became the editor of the University of Technology and continued
this work until 1977, then worked for Farabi University Press for a year.
Kowsari immigrated to Mashhad in 1986, where he edited and translated several works, including
books of "Economics Explained” (Danny Myers). Since 1991, he has decided to focus on
translation in the field of literature, especially in Latin America. In addition to translation, he has
also worked in the field of editing and has collaborated with most literary publications.

Dr. Gholam-Abbas Tavassoli

Biography M

Gholam-Abbas Tavassoli was born on May 23 , 1935 in Rashtkhar, Khorasan. He entered elementary
school (Kuttab) at the age of six and studied the Holy Quran, Persian literature and Arabic literature.
After his father's death, at the age of eleven, he entered new schools and attended primary school in
his hometown and high school in Torbat-e Heydarieh, then entered the Central Teachers' Institute in
Tehran and was admitted to three fields of French language, literature and philosophy at the same
time. He studied French language and literature and also began studying English. He then won the
first rank in the undergraduate course of the Central Teachers' Institute and in addition to receiving
the medal of culture, he was employed by the same institute. After a year of teaching in the Central
Teachers' Institute in Tehran, he was sent to Europe with the first rank points. He continued his studies
in sociology at the University of Paris. He studied sociology with scholars such as Georges Gurvitch,
Jean Stoetzel, and Otto Klineberg. He received his Ph.D. from the Sorbonne in Paris in 1966,
defending his dissertation entitled "La société iranienne et le monde oriental : vus a travers l'ceuvre
d'un écrivain anglais James Morier et d'un écrivain frangais Pierre Loti".

Dr. Tavassoli returned to Iran in the summer of 1966, and in addition to teaching at the Central
Teachers' Institute, he entered the Department of Urban Studies at the Institute of Social Studies and
Research, University of Tehran. At the request of the National University, he established the field of
sociology at the Faculty of Literature of that university and taught some courses there. In 1971, he was
transferred from the the Central Teachers' Institute to the University of Tehran. After a while, with the
establishment of the Faculty of Social Sciences, University of Tehran, until 1977, he was the director
of the Department of Sociology and the head of the faculty's publications. And this year, he continued
his studies and used his sebbatical leave at the Universities of Berkeley and Hayward, California.

Dariush Shayegan was born on the January 24, 1935 in Tehran. He passed his primary
and secondary education at the Saint Louis School, Tehran, and then went abroad to
study. He studied medicine for a year in Geneva, Switzerland, at his father's request, but
his interest in literature, art, and philosophy took him to another valley, and at the same
time he began studying political science, philosophy, and linguistics at university. As a
result of the cognition that Western culture, literature and art emerged, new scientific
horizons opened up for him. After returning to Iran, he became interested in learning the
language of Indian sacred texts and his interest in mysticism and classical Persian texts
led to deep companionship and connection with the great men of wisdom and philosophy
such as Allameh Tabataba’i, Allameh Rafieei Qazvini, Prof. Mahdi Elahi Qomshehei ,
Prof. S. Jalal-ed-Din Ashtiani, Dr. S.Hossein Nasr and Professor Henry Corbin.

Dr. Shayegan left for France in 1967 to study at the Sorbonne University, where he
received his Ph.D. with writing a dissertation on "Hinduism and Islamic Mysticism."
After returning to Iran, Dr. Shayegan continued his research on religions, especially
Indian religions, which resulted in the publication of a two-volume book, "Religions
and Philosophical Schools of India." In 1976, Shayegan published the book "Mental
Idols and Eternal Memories", and in 1977, one of his most famous and prominent works
was "Asia Confronts the West". Since 1980, most of the works of this philosopher have
been written in French due to his stay in France, and he has been awarded several prizes
abroad.

Ayatollah Ebrahim Amini was born in 1925 in Najafabad, Isfahan. He lost his father at
age six. He was interested in studying religious sciences from his childhood and went to
the Qom seminary in March 1942. Due to the conditions of Iran at that time (the Invasion
of Iran by the Allies), he was forced to go to Isfahan to continue his seminary education
and study religious sciences. He re-entered Qom in 1947 to complete seminary courses
and benefited from the presence of many scholars, including Grand Ayatollah Borujerdi,
Grand Ayatollah Golpaygani, Grand Ayatollah Mar’ashi Najafi, Grand Ayatollah Allameh
Tabataba’i and Grand Ayatollah Imam Khomeini in jurisprudence, Usul (Principles of
Islamic Jurisprudence), wisdom and ethics. During this period, he did not neglect to teach
the lessons learned.

The late Ayatollah Amini, who was one of the fighters before the revolution, together with
his like-minded people, formed an organization in Qom in 1962, which later formed the
central core of the Qom seminary scholar's community. After the victory of the Islamic
Revolution, he was active as one of the effective members of this organization. Member of
the Board of Trustees of the Universal Association of Islamic Sciences, Board of Trustees of
Imam Sadiq (AS) University, three reounds of memebership of the Assembly of Experts for
leadership and its deputy, Chairman of the Secretariat Assembly of Experts for leadership,
Ahl al-Bayt World Assembly, Expediency Discernment Council, Constitutional referendum
and Qom’s Friday Prayer Imam were of his other scientific and executive experiences.

The idea of child friendly city was first established to make cities livable for
all, especially children. Today many countries practice CFC principles, however,
Bl | considering suitable spaces for children in planning has no long record in Iran.

Most children's spaces are simulations of other countries experiences, regardless
of social and cultural context. Hence, this dissertation tries to find the answer of
this question: what principles does a child proper space take in Islamic point of
view? Afterward, it analyzes the role of neighborhoods open spaces in children
acquaintance with religious contents, as well as meeting their present needs.
By studying Islamic religious documents, child growth theories and
environmental indexes effective in child-environment interaction, compares
the way children communicate with urban environment from Islamic and west-
ern perspective which leads to an Islamic-Iranian model named “Child Preceptor
City” which designates contextual approach (child's needs) as well as procedure
approach (child growth). These two approaches make the environment an active preceptor.
To answer the second question of the research, six middle class neighborhoods have been selected in
Tabriz, in which, 67 children have participated in semi organized interviews. Observations as well, has
ascertained children acquaintance with training contents.

Theoretical contribution to the knowledge of this dissertation is adding a new meaning to CFC by adding
anew dimension to it. After going over CFC content and recognizing basis, goals, principles and methods,
a new dimension is added to it named “Islamic Moral Values”. In fact, this dissertation changes
the basis of CFC (western view point about children) which causes changes in goals and principles
as well and a new model named “Child Preceptor City) takes form. What makes CFC practicable in an
Islamic Context, are Islamic moral values. Empirical contribution to the knowledge of this dissertation
is substantiating a model by using a set of data collected from reality.

Due to his interest in interdisciplinary studies and especially economics, he chose the title of
his dissertation on “Economic Analysis of Morals Principles in Contract Law” and succeeded in
defending his dissertation in 2018.

The main purposes of this research are economic analysis of morals in
contract law through microeconomic tools, such as efficiency, game
theory, total welfare, cost-benefit, and utility. Considering methods of
desk study, studying theories, and the literature of three sciences: the
philosophy of ethics, law, and economics; we analyzed the efficiency
and impression of the ethical approach in contracts. A purposeful
questionnaire including reliability questions had been provided
and then the data were extracted via statistical analysis tools. The results
indicate that respecting morals, and cooperating in contractual relationships
lead to assurance of optimum commitment to the implementation of the
contract, minimizing transaction costs arising from the pre-contractual
steps, contracting and its implementation, improving the efficiency and
increasing economic welfare and consolidation of the power and cred-
ibility of these principles, as there is a significant relationship between respecting morals and
the rise in desirability, efficiency, and welfare in results of data.

It is very costly to resort to obtain contractual guarantees, to adopt a reciprocal strategy that
sometimes contradicts the initial motives of the contract, and to try to obtain more information to
counter the other party’s opportunism and to include explicit legal conditions in the contract and
in some cases, precludes a contractual agreement. Assuming all aspects are foreseen and a final
agreement isreached on the contract, it seems that measures such as explicitnon-legal conditions
such as the obligation to adhere to ethical principles to prevent opportunistic behavior, will lead
to internalization of costs, reduction of transaction costs and increase of contract efficiency.
New aspects of the relationship between ethics and economics and contract law and the theory
of dependence in the development of legal, social, economic and moral relations are of the
findings of this study.

Abstract

The goal of this dissertation is to shed light on the way that “the
Absolute” bridges the gap between knowledge and being. The first step
towards understanding this problem is analyzing the metaphysical, and
the non-metaphysical interpretations of the Absolute. The metaphysical
interpretation, regards Hegel’s references to the concepts such as Absolute
Idea and Subject as Substance, as attempts to explain a fundamental and
universal ground, that creates the world by thinking itself. On the other
hand, the non-metaphysical interpretation regards Hegel‘s references to
these concepts as a metaphorical representations of the total spontaneity
of the finite subject in conceptual formulation of the world. The first part
of this dissertation argues that Hegel’s conception of systematic nature
of knowledge and the idealism of finite leads to metaphysical conception
of the Absolute. Then Hegel’s argument in Phenomenology of Spirit is
reconstructed as a defense of metaphysical determination of absolute. The second part of this
dissertation looks into Hegel’s works in logics, specifically his attempts to propose a new
formulation of a conceptual system that does not suffer from the previous metaphysical
limitations in understanding ‘’the Absolute”, based on the principle of contradiction. The
second part continues by investigating the ontological realization of “’the Absolute” within the
nature and the finite spirit, and shows that “’the Absolute’” has not the pure and static actuality,
but attains actuality through thinking, and constitutes the objects of thinking i.e. the world. In
this way, absolute constitutes the latter and is constituted, similar to the relation of the subject’s
thought in connection with its object. So “’the Absolute” is similar to Aristotle’s thinking of
@nking that does not depend on any other thing as an object of thinking. J

In an attempt to find a way for
comprehension and actualization of the action, Aristotle leads to practical
knowledge which he calls it Phronesis. Throughout history, Phronesis has been
dismissed for various reasons, including the sovereignty of theory in the read-
ing of Aristotelian texts, and was resumed in contemporary period, following
issues that require special human cognition, and it became the source of new
intellectual-philosophical currents in thinking about human issues. In the mean-
time, what seems necessary first of all is a search for the nature of Phronesis in its Aristotelian origin,
so that it can itself be a beginning for another reading of practical philosophy on the basis of the human
understanding. The present dissertation tries to provide an introduction that might be a new possibility
in thinking about humankind, his action, humanities, and the relationship between theory and action,
by rethinking on the Aristotelian idea of Phronesis. This is necessary and useful especially for
Islamic thought considering the influence of the Aristotelian philosophy on its mind and at the same
time because of the absence of Phronesis and the neglect of the practical aspects of philosophy in its
history. Therefore, it would be a preparation for a dialogue between contemporary Islamic-Iranian
thought and its Aristotelian origin for finding living possibilities in thinking about human issues in

This means that
with the beginning of the revelation of a surah, all its verses have been
continuously revealed and recorded, and no verses from another surah
have been revealed before the end of the surah. However, some narra-
tions show that the verses were revealed in a scattered manner and after
the revelation of the Qur’an, the verses were arranged in the surahs by
the order of the Prophet or his companions. If the revelation of verses
in the surahs is continuously, it is possible to date the surah, discover-
ing the abrogated verses, compile the Qur’an at the time of the Prophet
and reconstruct the history of the Prophet’s biography according to the
Qur’an. But if the revelation of the verses is discrete, the dating will not go beyond determining
the time of revelation of certain verses, and others will remain obscure. This research evalu-
ates all the internal evidences such as context, vocabulary and grammar and external evidences
such as narrations and historical reports in all surahs of Medina and twelve prominent surahs
of Mecca, to prove the continuous revelation of verses in surahs and all the contrary evidences
have reviewed. Then dates these surahs and presents a new list of the order of revelation of
surahs of Medina. J

chapters of this thesis: pre-Quranic, Quranic, and post-Quranic. In the first
chapter, it is shown that there is no way to assume that the Quranic view on the
Bible has been influenced by Pre-Islamic believers in Biblical distortion.
In the second chapter, our surveys based on the philology, semantics and
pragmatics show that while we find the Quran confirming the Bible explicitly,
we are unable to find even an implicit criticism of the Bible in the Quran.
The third chapter approaches three genres of the early Islam literature: the
Christian-Muslim polemics, hadith, and tafsir. This extensive survey shows
that there is not any clue to imply that someone of the Muslim authorities
of the first/seventh century believed in the Biblical distortion. In the second/
eighth century, some murmurs about Jewish secondary scriptures, like Mishna, arose among Muslim
community, in the wake of the Muslim authorities’ struggles on the permission of writing down the
Prophet’s tradition, but nothing about the Bible. At the turn of the third/ninth century, and by increas-
ing the authority of the Mu’tazilites in the court of al-Ma’mun, the first explicit reservations
on the authenticity of the Bible appeared, which gradually led to an overwhelming belief in the
Biblical distortion, in the wake of the fifth/eleventh century Muslim scholar, Ibn Hazm’s strong
criticism of the Bible.

At present, Dr. Esamil Hemati Azandaryani is a Faculty member of the Department of Archeology, Faculty of Art and
Architecture, Bu Ali Sina University, Hamadan. His honors include winning the Academic Talent Awards of the Iran National
Elite Foundation in 2015 and 2016, being selected as the Researcher of the Year by the Cultural Heritage Organization in
the field of Archeology in 2017, and being selected as an exemplary student of Bu Ali Sina University in 2016 and 2017.
In 2014, 2015, 2016 and 2017, he was honored as a selected researcher in the doctoral student course at Bu Ali Sina
University. He has also written books and numerous articles in prestigious national and international journals, which due
to their scientific expertise, most of the articles are related to the historical period of Iran.

Since 2009, Dr. Hemati has been involved in most important archeological projects in Hamedan, including Tepe Ecbatana,
Giyan Tepe in Nahavand, Gourab Tepe of Malayer, handmade Troglodytic architecture of Samen in Malayer, handmade
Troglodytic architecture of Arzanfood, Qaleh Juq of Famenin, Baba kamal Tepe of Tuyserkan, Anuch/Anuj of Malayer,
etc. He has done field activities and written several articles about the mentioned works.

One of the most important field projects under his supervision is the “discovery and identification of the newly discovered
Haji Khan temple from the Median period”, which is very important in the study of the history of ancient Iranian
@hitecture and archeology and civilization of the Median period.

The handmade troglodytic underground architectural complex at Arzanfood in Hamadan
is a unique type of this kind of architecture that was discovered by accident in 2010
as a result of mineral exploration activity. This area is located 30 km South East of
Hamadan (provincial capital) and is situated 2 kilometers south of a village with the
same name. The author has collected and analyzed information using field research,
laboratory studies, library research as well as comparative studies. These results
identify more than 70 hand-made underground spaces including rooms and halls
with variable depth from 3 to 7 meters. Other results of the research include the time
periods of using the complex of Arzanfood in the Parthian, Sassanid and then in the
Middle and Late Islamic centuries. In addition, the underground spaces are
connected to the surface via stairs-like entries in the schistose bedrock. This set
covers all the spaces are arched, it works well in most areas, this collection strikes
a sharp object (possibly pick) clearly observed. It also sets the foundation lamp oil
lighting spaces that were in the wall spaces. In some places the walls of adjacent platforms (made
from stone-ground or wall stile), water channels and sources are visible. The architectural accept
of sites similar to handmade troglodytic architecture complex of Arzanfood are Samen of Malayer,
Anuch/Anuj of Malayer, Kamari of Malayer in Hamadan, Varjavi of Maraghe, Hile Var of Azer-
baijan and Nushabad of Kashan. According to the researches done for all the spaces of Arzanfood
complex, it is not possible to provide the same use, but according to the available evidence, most of
the spaces of the complex have been used as refuge in different periods and it seems that they are part
of the activity complex. Work related to workshop production has been done and in some spaces of
the complex has been used as a residence (possibly temporarily). It should be noted that the proposed
Kapplications are based on archaeological findings and may be confirmed or corrected in the future.J

Financial books were one of tools used by Divan Estifa (Office of Finance) to
record revenue and expenditure of the country in a specific method.
Toojihat (Instructions books) was one of the books used to record current
expenditures of the state. The objective of this study is to investigate structure and
function of Toojihat books at Safavid era. The study will elaborate the format and
content of the books, editing, organization, and evolution of the books during this era.
The research method is based on archival documents and library resources.
Statistical samples were selected and studied from historical manuscripts,
archival documents related to Estifa science, plus Astan Ghods Razavi accounting
documents dated back to Safavid era. The information deducted from the references
later analyzed using a qualitative- quantitative method and by comparing various data.
The results of this study indicate that in Toojohat books, the expenses were first
organized in two sections; instructions and regulations. Afterward, purchase orders and
notes were recorded and their payment resources were identified. All of the proceedings
were then controlled by chief comptroller to ensure accuracy of recordings.
Toojihat books were organized into two sections based on their format; the first part included heading of’
each account in which principal topics, the dates and details were input according to specific
regulations. In the second part, body of documents, payment orders and resources were registered.
The content of the documents written in the Toojohat books were diverse based on the source of’
expenses. Therefore, the books were full of administrative and sometimes religious documents
which are valuable for other studies. It was also noticed that the format and the components of the
books were changed during Safavid era. Based on the content of the books and comparison of
expenses from Shah Abbas I and other periods, it is observed that more modifications and expenses
were registered during Shah Soleyman and limited expenses recorded during Shah Safi periods.
Review of Toojihat books reveals that financial system of Safavid dynasty was based on a logical
manner and their budget was planned using these books contents. Since one of our study sample
of Toojohat book was from Astan Ghods Razavi, it is seen that income and expenses records were
rigorously reviewed in religious donation section, This would show Safavid religious policy for support
@donated properties and importance of mortmain in their economics.

One of the most important questions in examining human moral action is that
& why human beings doesn’t sometime act according to their knowledge of good
The Cop Deimem ol lnaeiies and bad. This subject is known in history of philosophy as the gap between
a moral knowledge and action. The Mu’tazilite theologian, Qadi ‘Abd al-Jabbar
Hamadani (935-1025), believed that knowing bad action and believing that
there is no need to do such action will prevent doing bad action. Therefore,
in the first place, his opinion can be considered close to that of Socrates and
those who believe in the impossibility of the existence of this gap, which, in
their view, human knowledge of the bad action, prevents man from doing the
act. But on the other hand, Abd al-Jabbar believes that the direct and full
effect of moral knowledge on moral action is not accepted, because it leaves
no room for human free will. In the other side, the Ash'ari scholar, Abu-Hamid
Muhammad Ghazali Tusi (1058-1111), believed that whenever one can receive special knowledge
(Kashf) from God, the action according to it also arises, but on the other hand, he says that the
attainment of this knowledge is not in the possession of man, and man can only expose himself
to it by overcoming his lusts and self-will. Thus, within the scope of human free will, Ghazali's
opinion can be considered close to Aristotle's opinion and those who believe in the possibil-
ity of a gap between moral knowledge and moral action, which consider moral knowledge as a
necessary but insufficient condition for moral action accordingly. Thus, in spite of their different
attentions to free will, we can say that they eventually recognized the possibility of this gap.
Of course, their different theological and psychological approaches have led to relatively different
krecommendations for overcoming this gap. J

B. Comparison of the number of winners of Eleven Awards

A Statistical comparison of the winners of Eleven Awards indicates that the
Ist Farabi International Awards 4 works were selected as the first rank, 2
works as the second, 3 works as the third, and 1 works as the commendable
(adult section); 4 works as the third and 3 works as the commendable (young
section).

There was some improvement in the second Award so that four works were
selected as the first rank, 6 works as the second, and 16 works as the third
(adult section) and 7 works as the third (young section).

In the 3rd Award the number of selected works was almost similar to the first
Award and showed decrease compared to the second Award.

In the 4th Award, the number of selected works was almost similar to the
second Award and showed increase compared to the third Award.

In the fifth Award, 2 works were selected as the first rank, 1 work as the
second, 12 works as the third, 2 works as the commendable (adult section)
and 7 works as the first rank, 9 works as the as the third, 3 works as the
commendable (young section).

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It is noted that in the 10th Farabi, with the approval of the policy making
council, the two groups of “Jurisprudence and Usul (principles of Islam),
Quranic Sciences and Hadith” and “Philosophy, Theosophy, Ethics, Religion
and Mysticism” are divided into two separate groups, which in the report
table Statistical data are presented as aggregation of the two groups. Also in
the 11th edition, the group “Interdisciplinary Studies” was added as the 15th
group to the internal section of the Award.

Selected Research Works of the 11th Farabi International Award

Out of 5704 works received in the domestic section and 332 works in the
foreign section, in total, 293 works (5.14%) were accepted in the works
screening of the 15 scientific groups and 67 works (20.2%) accepted in the
foreign section and sent to the juries for assessment. According to judgment
bylaw, the main criteria for making a decision in this stage are “consensus
among members on rejecting a work.” Therefore, any research with, at
least, one positive vote in favor of being sent to independent judges, will

enter the next stage for overarching assessment.

Out of the works assessed in the scientific groups, 19 works (6.5 % of the
works submitted for arbitration) received the privilege and conditions for
introduction to the scientific council of the Award. Of the total number of
works submitted to the scientific council, 19 works (100% of the works
that introduced by scientific council) were introduced as the selected works
or commendable by policymaking council. Also, of the total number of
works and people assessed in the foreign section, 7 people were introduced
as selected in the section of Islamic studies and Iranian studies. In terms of
number and rank, the situation in different scientific groups was different.

Assessment of research works is done by 123 members of scientific groups,
scientific council and foreign winners affairs council, who have received
help from the opinions and evaluations of 479 expert judges in this course.
These judges have completed a total of 690 assessment form.

Statistical description of the scientific activities of the Farabi Award is

presented in this section.

total of 6036 research works were sent to the 11th

edition of Farabi International Award with 679 works on

Educational Sciences, Psychology and Sport Sciences,
accounting for the highest frequency of research works (11.25 percent).
These works have different characteristics; a description is given of them.
From the age category, 3981(65.95 percent) are adult and 2055 (34.05
percent) are young .4247 (70.36 percent) are male and 1789 (29.64 percent)
are female. In terms of type, 2885 works (47.8 percent) are books, 533
works are reports (8.8 percent), 1196 works (19.8 percent) are academic
dissertation (PhD), 1422 works (23.6 percent) are academic thesis (M. A.).

A statistical report on the above mentioned information sorted by scientific
groups has been given in table accompanied with diagrams.

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and consultation was done with the Foundation and it was decided that the Foundation
should grant special research credits to selected participants introduced to the Foundation
by Secretariat of the 11th Award.

B. Consultation with International Bodlies Contributing to the Award
Major steps taken here include coordination with national commissions and regional
offices of UNESCO and ISESCO to get their cooperation in organizing the Award and

give commendation plaques to selected participants.

C. Desjon and Construction of Farabr Award Memorial

Farabi Award Memorial which is designed and built to the order of the Secretarait of
Award will be given to all Iranian and Foreign winners and also the selected scholars in
the other section.

D. Other Operational Issues

Holding the closing ceremony requires diverse preparatory measures the most important
of which are as follows:

e Finalizing time, place of the ceremony and the provision of the necessary preparations;
e Coordination with President’s Office to confirm and sign commendation plaques and to
arrange for the President to take part in award giving ceremony;

e To prepare and print a brochure containing the call for the 12th edition of Farabi
International Award to be distributed through the award giving ceremony of the 11th
edition of Farabi International Award;

o Informing for news coverage of the Award (both before and after ceremony);

e Coordination for audio and visual coverage of award giving ceremony;

e Taking care of all the affairs related to prizes;

o Compilation, design, printing and distribution of the special issue of the 11th Award.
(Interms of the special conditions prevailing in the country due to the outbreak of Covid-19
and the instructions of the National Headquarters for Corona Disease Management not to

hold large gatherings, the closing ceremony of the Award will be held virtually).
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works, which are now a procedure in the 10th Award and include:

o Authors of research works were excluded from judging other works;

o Jury members for a work were chosen from outside of university or research institute
where the author works;

o All judges of scientific groups used the same sheet to assess research works, which in
addition to giving points for every variable, provides explanation about each variable;
eWhen there was no comment accompanying scores given on the special assessment
form or some indexes had not been rated, judgment was assigned to another person.

o Jury members for every work were chosen out of those with specialty in the relevant
field and their scientific grade is mostly higher than the author of the work;

o All the meetings of the groups were declared official in the presence of at least five members
and scientific groups’ decisions were taken through a majority vote of jury members;

o All documents related to assessment of works and decisions made by groups are kept
as confidential documents.

All works were assessed through the judgment process and on the basis of principles of
“impartiality” and “justice” in judgment. Scientific groups also assessed them in various
stages considered for them. In every stage of assessment, some works were excluded

and qualified ones entered the next stage. This situation was different for various groups.

5. Executive Measures Taken about Farabi Award
Secretariat of the 11th Farabi International Award has made meticulous plans and a
clear schedule for the closing ceremony of the Award. The most important measures

taken in this regard include:

A. Consultation with National Elites Foundation
Given the firm criteria used for assessment of research works in Farabi International
Award, which is carried out by renowned academic figures, creators of selected research

works are considered scientific elite. Therefore, in order for them to take advantage of

facilities and privileges of the National Elites Foundation, extensive correspondence
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works is signed by all members of the scientific group.

Second Stage (Initial assessment): At this stage, works which are accepted in the
previous stage, along with detailed forms containing viewpoints of group members, are
sent to two jury members specialized on that subject. Jury members for every scientific
group assess those works independently and anonymously on the basis of the standards
set out by the relevant forms. At this stage, every work is first assessed by two jury
members and if their viewpoints were contradictory, a third jury member would be
appointed and sum of the points would be taken as a basis for final decision. At this
stage, works with total points of about 60 and higher are relayed to the next stage;
Third Stage (Second assessment): Works which earn, at least, 60 percentages of points
in the previous stage are sent to two more jurists (who are different from jurists of the
pervious stage). After collecting the results of all assessments, those works getting,
at least, 75 percentages of points in the youth section, and at least, 80 percentages of
points in the adult section are chosen and relayed to the next stage. Of course, all these
measures are taken by and according to discretion of the relevant scientific group;
Fourth Stage (Selection by the group): At this stage, the scientific group evaluates
average points earned through two stages of assessment before forwarding its top
works along with a report on proceedings signed by all group members and attached to
an official letter to the Scientific Council of the Award through head of the Secretariat
or the secretary of the Award;

Fifth Stage (Final selection): Final selection is done by members of the Scientific
Council. At this stage, head of every group presents works selected by his group along
with background information and necessary documents and defends those works. At
this stage, the quality of selected works of different groups are compared and after
discussing all works and reviewing their files, the best works are selected through
majority vote of the Council members and by determining the rank, the works will be
sent to the Award policymaking council for final approval.

B. Process of Assessment of Research Works

A number of basic points are taken into account by the scientific groups when assessing
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Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization (UNESCO); and Secretary of the
National Commission of Islamic Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization
(ISESCO), Head of Iran Studies Foundation and Deputy for International Affairs of
Culture and Communication Organization as its members gave their final viewpoints
on current affairs, procedures and foreign selected works in during the sessions.

At last, 478 foreign research works were received and assessed.

During assessment process, all research works were first screened in cooperation with
scientific groups. Then a list of all researchers studying Iran and Islam was prepared
for assessment. Then specialized judges were chosen for every research work after
consultation with directors of scientific groups of the Award and research works as
sent to them.

The results of independent assessments along with original works and research
track records of researchers were sent to Selected Foreign Scholars Council. After
deliberations, 7 outstanding scholars were approved and selected for their works on
Iranian and Islamic Studies.

4. Selection of Research Works Process

A. Judegment and Selection of Works Process

Due to importance of scientific exactitude in selection of top works, transparent
processes were formulated for assessment of works, which were confirmed by the
Scientific Council before implementation. Those processes which were outlined in
bylaws and circulars ensure accurate assessment of the participating works. Works
were judged in scientific groups and councils in the following pentagonal stages:
First Stage (Early screening): At this stage, members of every group study the works
and choose the best ones which conform to the primary standards for form of research
and judges are appointed for each group. To reject a research work the unanimous
vote of all the present members of a group is imperative; otherwise the work would

find its way to the next stage. Then a special form is filled in and signed for every

work. The proceedings of the session containing the titles of all accepted and rejected

assessment of the works. Jury members for research works in the 11th Award included
530 professors and researchers from state-run and private scientific and research centres

from across the country that have independently assessed 325 works.

F. Convening Meeting of Policvmaking Council

In order to review a report on the process of evaluating research works and also to approve
the selected works of domestic scientific groups, foreign section and selected other
sections and discuss the Award policies and its role in improving the status of humanities

and Islamic research, the policymaking council meeting was attended by all members.

G. Explaining Goals and Process of 11th Award fo Concerned Officials

Based on regulations, The executive plan of the activities of the secretariat of the 11th
Farabi Award was prepared. In addition, correspondence was made with the Presidential
Office to get the agreement of the Cabinet for the 11th Farabi International Award and
the Presidential Office was requested to allocate a time for the President to address the

audience and hand out prizes.

3. Detailed Report on the Executive Measures Related to International Section
The call for International works was sent out by the website of Farabi International
Award and some other organizations which are active in cultural and international
fields like Islamic Culture and Communications Organization as well as International
Scientific Cooperation Centre of Ministry of Science, Research and Technology.
Apart from the call, some institutes active in Iran and Islam studies were consulted
to introduce relevant members and works for assessment to Secretariat of Farabi
International Award.

The Foreign Selected Works Council is chaired by secretary of the Award with head
of the Secretariat; director of the International Scientific Cooperation Centre affiliated
to the Ministry of Science, Research and Technology; Director General for Security
at the Ministry of Science, Research and Technology; Plenipotentiary Representative

of the Foreign Minister; Secretary of the National Commission of the United Nations
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other measures were taken including discussion and approval of Complement of
judgment process bylaw, preparing special forms for assessing research works,
discussion and approval of judgment process in scientific groups, final selection of
top research works in each group, as well as suggestions for choosing the winners of

other sections

D. Convening Meetings of Scientific Groups

After appointing directors of the 15 scientific groups by the Policymaking Council,
and issuing their mandates by the secretary of the Award, members of scientific groups
were also determined in coordination with directors of those groups. Then coordination
was made for holding sessions and discussing research works. To do this, one expert
was assigned to follow up executive affairs of four scientific groups who worked under
the supervision of director of the related group and in coordination with the official in
charge of scientific groups’ affairs. A total of 70 sessions were held by scientific groups,
each session in the presence of at least five members of the group. Each session lasted

an average of 120 minutes.

E. Taking Steps for Assessment of Research Works

Secretariat of Farabi International Award, which puts special emphasis on the rule of
law, honesty, accuracy and observance of scientific and technical criteria, does its best to
receive, register, and assess scientific works by trained experts in an impartial manner.
The experts did their jobs throughout the assessment period under the supervision of
secretary of the Scientific Council and director of the scientific group.

The number of research works received for the 11th Award included 5171 domestic and
478 foreign works which were unevenly distributed among various groups. Received
works were assessed within 15 scientific groups of the 11th Award on the basis of the
relevant bylaw. Specifications of received works were presented in tables and figures

contained in the statistical report of the special bulletin.

Each scientific group on the basis of scientific fields got help of specialist judges for
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2. Measures Related to Admission, Assessment and Selection of Research Works

A. Call for Domestic and Forejen Works

The most important information measures related to the call for works are as follows:
Designing and printing posters calling for works; Designing and printing brochures
calling for research works; Distribution and installation of posters and advertising banners
calling for works in universities, seminaries and other scientific and research centers of
Tehran, Qom and Alborz; Conducting correspondence and sending posters and brochures
of calls to related educational departments, Vice chancellor for education and research of
the faculties and universities as well as scientific research institutes all over the country,
sending invitations to the faculty members' emails of the universities and research
institutes, correspondence and sending invitational posters and brochures to scientific
associations licensed by the Ministry of Science, Research and Technology to submit
Research works, correspondence and sending posters and brochures to the prominent
publishers in the field of humanities and Islamic sciences to send related works, informing
the call several times by the main news agencies of the country, News broadcasting as well
as news websites and websites of universities and scientific associations, broadcasting
advertising teasers calling for works on TV channels and informing some embassies,
foreign scientific and research centers active in the field of Islamic studies and Iran studies,

and related organizations.

B. Admission and Registration of Researclh Works

A total of 5649 research works were sent to the Secretariat before the deadline expired and
they were sorted according to the relevant scientific groups, name of the creator, and other
information needed for judgment process, which has been registered at the office and data
bank of the Secretariat. Each work was assigned an individual registration number and the
creators were informed of admission of their works.

C. Convening Meetings of Scientific Council

During the preparations for holding the Award, two meetings of Scientific Council were
convened. In these meetings, in addition to serious and detailed discussion on the status

and necessity of the Award and ways of protecting it as a major achievement in humanities,




1.Measures Related to Organizational and Executive Preparation of

Issues

For the 11th Farabi International Award started its activities after the
meeting of policy-making council in May 2019 and continued until the
end of September 2020. The most important of these measures can be

summarized as follows:

A. Updating the Data Bank of the Audience
In order to ensure better and more extensive information dissemination to
the scientific community as well as to facilitate interaction with researchers,

the information cited in the data bank was reviewed and completed.

B. Return of Works Sent to 10th Farabi International Award
Based on the Secretariat's previous procedure, all of the received books
were delivered to specialized and academic libraries of the country.

C. Preparing and activating the 11th Farabi Infernational Award
website
In order to register and receive the works electronically, as in recent

editions, the Award website has been updated.

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under the supervision of the manager of the group. The 11th FIA consists of the
following 15 groups: 1. Ethics, Religion and Mysticism; 2. History, Geography
and Archacology; 3. Law; 4. Language, Literature and Linguistics; 5. Social
Sciences and Communication Sciences; 6. Economics, Management and Finance;
7. Educational Sciences, Psychology and Sport Sciences; 8. Political Sciences,
International Relations and Regional Studies; 9. Quranic Sciences, Exegesis
and Hadith; 10. Jurisprudence and Usul (Principles of Islamic Jurisprudence);
11. Philosophy, Logic and Theosophy; 12. Information Technology, Library and
Information Science; 13. Studies on Islamic Revolution and Imam Khomeini;
14. Arts and Aesthetic Studies; 15. Interdisciplinary Studies.

E. Prizes and Privileges

Getting scores and ranks, either as a winner or commendable, in both levels, the
Adults and the Youth, will entitle a work to all the privileges cited in the bylaws
and decisions of the Ministry of Science, Research and Technology special to
international events. Granting those privileges will be followed by the council of
deputy ministers of the Ministry of Science, Research and Technology or every one
of the relevant deputy ministers. Also, selected works of scientific groups will be
covered by the National Elites Foundation and can avail of all legal privileges of
the Foundation.

In addition to the privileges enumerated in those bylaws, there are cash prizes
for research institutes and top researchers the amount of which is annually
determined and confirmed by the Policymaking Council. Commendation plaques
of the Award are usually signed by the President of the Islamic Republic of Iran,
Commendation plaques of Vice-president for Science and Technology (Presidency
of the Islamic Republic of Iran) and Minister of Science, Research and Technology,
commendation plaques of UNESCO and ISESCO as well as Farabi International
Award Memorial are among other prizes to be handed out to the winners on the day
the Award ceremony is being held.

According to approvals of the Policy Making Council, the winners of the Farabi
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Cultural and Social Affairs is secretary of the Farabi International Award. Having
appointed by the Minister of Science, Research and Technology, the secretary will
be in charge of all scientific and executive aspects of the Award. He is also in charge
of the Scientific Council and the Minister’s substitute in the Policy-making Council
of the Award.

4. Head of the Secretariat of the Award: The head of secretariat and Secretary of
Scientific Council of FIA, is appointed officially by the Minister of Science, Research
and Technology according to the suggestion of FIA Secretary. The main and
operational role of the Secretariat of the Farabi International Award is the preparation
and executive management of all affairs and stages of the Award which has been
established from the beginning of the Award at the Research Institute for Social and
Cultural Studies of the Ministry of Science, Research and Technology. The steering
committee of the FIA, which is formed in the Secretariat, consists of

Deputy Minister of Science, Research and Technology for Cultural and Social Affairs
(secretary of the Award); Deputy Minister of Science, Research and Technology for
Research and Head of the Research Institute for Social and Cultural Studies of the
Ministry of Science, Research and Technology (Head of the Secretariat).

5. Scientific Council of the Award: This council is the main source in decision making
and supervision over scientific programs of the award. It gives final confirmation
on judgment bylaws and assessment of top participants which are executed after
endorsement by the Policy Making Council. Members of the Scientific Council
include secretary of the Award, managers of fifteen scientific groups, head of the
Secretariat, secretary of the Scientific Council and delegation of National Elites
Foundation. The Scientific Council evaluates the research works through the
scientific groups.

Screening, judgment and selection of the works and participants is done by scientific
groups of the Award. Scientific groups have the most specialized functional and

operational position in the process of judging and selecting the best works of the

Award. Each group includes 5-7 prominent scholars or researchers who work
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D. Organizational Structure

In order to achieve the above goals and fulfil its duties in a suitable manner, Farabi
International Award’s structure consists of four main pillars, that is, the president, the
policymaking council, the secretary and secretariat, and the scientific council, whose
specifications follow:

1. President of the Award: The Minister of Science, Research and Technology is the
president of the Farabi International Award,

2. Policymaking Council: This council is the highest body making decisions on and
supervising over large-scale programs of the Award. Its main members include:
Minister of Science, Research and Technology (President of the Council); Deputy
Minister of Science, Research and Technology for Cultural and Social Affairs (Vice
President and Secretary); Deputy Minister of Science, Research and Technology
for Research; Deputy Director of Science and Culture at the Management and
Planning Organization of Iran; Deputy of National Elites Foundation; President of the
Academy of Sciences; President of the Academy of Persian Language and Literature;
President of the Humanities and Cultural Studies Research Institute; President of the
Islamic Culture and Thought Research Institute; President of the Iranian Institute of
Philosophy; Head of the Iran Studies Foundation; Deputy Director for Research of the
Qom Seminary; Secretary-General of the National Commission and Regional Office
of ISESCO; Secretary-General of the National Commission and Regional Office of
UNESCO; Three to five prominent scholars in humanities and social sciences as
proposed by the Farabi International Award Secretary and confirmed by Minister of
Science, Research and Technology.

* Final approval of annual programs

* Identifying the rate and kind of Award

* Determining the scientific groups

* Determining the heads of the groups

» Making up the Steering Committee and final approval of the winners

3. Secretary of the Award: Deputy Minister of Science, Research and Technology for
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Being International: All (Iranian and non-Iranian) researchers in humanities and
Islamic sciences may participate in the event. The Award is a good venue for
exchange of viewpoints among thinkers, scientists, researchers, artists and scientific
and cultural institutions across the Islamic world. It introduces cultural, scientific,
artistic, and literary dimensions of Iran to the world and also helps Iranian researchers
get a breast of new scientific and cultural achievements in the world.

Transparency of Processes: Types of activities and relevant processes have been
defined and approved by relevant councils in the Award, so that personal choices
are not taken as criteria and all measures are taken according to informed decisions.
Observation of approved rules and regulations is among inevitable principles of the
Award. Revision and improvement of rules and regulations is constantly followed
through legal channels.

Certainty of judgment: To make sure about integrity of judgment and impartiality
in assessing works, emphasis is laid on the rule of law on the one hand, and on the
other hand, according to decisions made by the Policymaking Council of the Award,
all persons who work with any of the scientific councils or executive sections of the
Award will not be allowed to take part in that edition of the Award. In this regard, a
number of members change in each edition. Also, each work is evaluated by multiple
reviewers.

Indirect Model Building: This Award enjoys special features through which it
embarks on building a “model” to play an unofficial legislative role in the area of
humanities research. Those features are: Firstly, the Award “defines” indexes and
criteria of assessment; Secondly, it embodies a systematic effort to “determine”
examples of researches; Thirdly, the Award provides conditions for increased
“attention” to such researches; Fourth, the Award pays “tribute” to creators and
supporters of such researches. Fifth, Selected works will be introduced to different
ways. These five features are, in fact, facets of an indirect model building process

and indirectly motivates researchers to act upon the model offered by the Farabi

International Award.
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C. Structural Features of the Award

Farabi International Award is held annually by the Ministry of Science, Research and
Technology in cooperation with the United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural
Organization (UNESCO), Islamic Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization
(ISESCO), National Elites Foundation and some important domestic scientific and
research centres. Internal relations and organizational communications of the event
are in line with the predetermined goals and have been organized in such a way as
to get maximum support from the Ministry of Science, Research and Technology
and other research and educational centres involved in development of humanities.
To organize the Award, they have taken advantage of valuable experiences of other
international events held in the country as well as viewpoints and proposals forwarded
by the Academy of Arts and other research and scientific institutes of Iran. In addition,
many scientific and research institutions at seminary schools and universities have
been called on to take active part in policymaking for the Award. On the whole, the
Award represents a collective effort aimed to identify and praise prominent figures in
this field.

The Award receives, assesses and selects works at two “young” (under 35 years) and
“adult” levels and covers Iran and overseas in terms of geographical coverage. As
for domestic works, all research works on humanities will be accepted and when it
comes to foreign works, researches on the Islamic civilization, Iran and the Islamic
Revolution will be accepted and evaluated. On the whole, the following points can
be enumerated as the most important structural characteristics of Farabi International
Award, which help it to continue and keep going:

Being Periodical: The Award is held annually in Iran. The 1st edition was held in
February 2007, the 2nd edition in January 2008, the 3rd edition in November 2009,
the 4th edition in October 2010, the 5th edition in October 2011, the 6th edition in
October 2012, the 7th edition in January 2015, the 8th edition in Februray 2017, the
9th edition in January 2018, the 10th edition in Februray 2019 and the 11th edition
will be held in August 2020 in Tehran.
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B. Goals of the Award

The general goal of the Farabi International Award is to pave the way for desirable
grounds, great attention to generation of knowledge in humanities and Islamic
sciences and fit for needs of mankind and a progressive Islamic society and creation
of motivational capabilities and innovation in this respect. In line with this sublime
objective, the Award pursues the following goals:

* Recognizing and introducing top talents in Islamic and Humanities sciences;

* Introducing top researches and theories as well as innovative methods and proposals
in Islamic and humanities sciences among thinkers of all over the world;

* Encouraging in order to produce, strengthen, develop and localizing humanities in
Iran and Islamic world;

* Paving the grounds, culturally, for developing and deepening the Islamic and
humanities sciences in the country in order to encourage and direct young talents
towards education and research in this domain;

* Assisting to explain necessity, functionality, important and influencing role of
humanities in the process of planning and policy-making in local and national levels
and different fields;

* Helping to make practical of humanities through recognizing issues and needs of
Iran and Islamic world;

* Encouraging the researchers in order to recognize, critical correction and research
on texts and scientific and cultural heritage of Islamic Iran;

 Familiarizing and deepening the awareness of Iran society and Islamic world,
specially the youth, with achievements and application of humanities in the producing
science, civilization-building and managing society;

* Paving the ground for active presence of humanities and social sciences of Islamic

Republic of Iran in global level.
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On the whole, “Farabi International Award” can be regarded a possibility, power,
motivation and energy which by developing an atmosphere of scientific competition
to strengthen human and Islamic sciences both in the form and content and promote
their status in discourse and knowledge management system at global level, which is
an important and practical task.

Legal Bases, Goals and Structure of the Award

A. Legal Bases

Scholars have emphasized on the necessity of paying more attention to humanities.
First steps for policymaking and planning as well as qualitative development of
humanities and related research works were taken under Note 88 of the Second
Economic Development Plan Act which increased budgetary share of research
projects to 1.5 percent of gross national product. In 1997, the “National Research
Program” was passed by the High Research Council with research on humanities
topping its list of 10 research programs. Preparation of such grounds paved the way
for extracting resources and legal substances, which vindicate holding of Farabi
International Award within the framework of the decision making system of the
country. The legal bases of the Award, however, can be enumerated as follows:

« “Farabi International Award” has been described in Para. 4, Article 3 of the Iranian
Constitution where it introduces “strengthening the spirit of inquiry, investigation,
and innovation in all areas of science, technology, and culture, as well as Islamic
studies” as a major objective;

* “Farabi International Award” is in line with realization of the 20-Year Vision Plan
where the “Islamic Republic of Iran” is supposed to be number one regional power
in scientific, technological and economic fields. In addition, if the Islamic Republic
of Iran is to be an inspiring nation, it should identify and internationally introduce
scientific capacities in the country and the Muslim world;

* “Farabi International Award” will be held annually upon request by the Ministry

of Science, Research and Technology and as one of the important calendar events of

humanities for more than a decade in the country.
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B. Necessity of Theorization in Humanities

The growing and effective role played by humanities in various countries is undeniable
in development of their national power and in promoting their international status.
This open reality reminds us that the political and social units of a certain land are
unable to attain a definition and compilation of an appropriate model of balanced
development under their own internal situation without attention to the principle of
“theorization” in the area of human science. Therefore, in order to develop the frontiers
of knowledge and attaining powerful theoretical and ensuing scientific perspectives it

is imperative for the status of humanities to be revived.

C. Necessity of Critiquing Dominant Discourse in Humanities

Critiquing dominant discourse is a tool to learn about the existing potentials and the
need to offer alternatives. For a country that intends to renovate a society which has
its roots in a scientific and cultural heritage compatible with its values and traditions,
re-evaluation of the dominant discourse in its areas of knowledge is an undeniable
necessity for its epistemological and physical development. Here, centres and
institutes are needed to take over a part of the functions which generate motivation,
ideas and facilitate practical achievement of this big change. With respect to its
motivational, exchangeable and planning function, the Farabi International Award can
play an effective role in this respect.

D. Preparing Conditions to Present Iranian Products in Humanities at
International Arena

Farabi International Award is an opportune occasion for incentive building and
strengthening the desire for planning research works in humanities and Islamic sciences
at international level; a chance that through strengthening the spirit of research and
innovation in all scientific, cultural and Islamic fields reinforces among researchers

the belief in knowledge-based development and development of knowledge in the

field of humanities.
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various social arenas. This is while despite the undisputable importance of humanities,
this science, its status and function in the country has been ignored in national strategic
planning. In reaction to this undesirable situation and in an effort to come out and get
rid of the existing problems dominating over the national status of human and Islamic
sciences, divergent viewpoints have been raised. One of the vital measures that could
help strengthen and elevate humanities in the country was the idea of holding the
Farabi International Award, special on humanities and Islamic sciences, a move that
was warmly welcomed by the scientific community of the country and continues to be
broadly supported and contributed by the said community.

With respect to the necessity of making this national resolve operational, the Secretariat
of the Farabi International Award was set up in 2007 at the Institute for Social and
Cultural Studies of the Ministry of Science, Research and Technology. In this way
the procedure of holding the award annually started so that the objective of “paving
the way for elevation of research in the fields of human and Islamic sciences” would
be achieved by encouraging research, the introduction of research and exchange
opportunities and with special attention to “innovation” and its “applied nature” within
the framework of meeting the needs and resolving the problems of the Iranian society
on the basis of the Vision Plan and the five-year development plans. The necessities of
holding Farabi Award can be categorized in the following sections.

A. Necessity of Giving More Credit to Humanities

Despite the fact that texts related to humanities are of special significance to the Iranian
and Islamic culture to the extent that the credit of the Iranian and Islamic civilization
can be understood only on the basis of its powerful fundaments in humanities, however
during recent years the situation has changed and Western teachings have caused
humanities to be ignored in the decision-making processes which is an ill-omened
phenomenon. Remembrance, revival and development of human and Islamic sciences,

is justified as a national requisite and is a goal pursued by the “Farabi International

Award” in order to “give credit to human and Islamic sciences”.




ecessity of Launching and Holding the Award

The cultural and humanistic nature of Islamic teachings, the need for

serious emphasis on the role and function of humanities as well as particular
attention to its importance and elevation is directed at managers and planners in the
area of knowledge, culture, education and ethics of the society. Along this path,
besides the inevitability of taking roots of a jihad and national movement as well
as institutionalized relationships to reconstruct general and social foundations to
generate knowledge and conduct research in the country, it is essential to seriously
strengthen the motives and the vigour of members of the scientific and research
community to engage in strategic entreprencurship and play a productive and
progressive role in this arena; a dynamic and inborn function that would apt for and
enjoy the highest operational power in achieving the planning and goals of the macro
strategies of scientific development in Iran. This can, however, be considered among
our biggest achievements in materializing the macro goals of scientific development
and upgrading the regional and international status of the country with due regard to
the ideals of the Vision Plan.

This is while achieving the objectives of the 20-Year Vision Plan calls
for launching activities and forming broad-based scientific currents; because in the
human community and the new era, knowledge and technological and intellectual
achievements are the bases for any kind of change and an approach to progress and
social life will be successful on a knowledge-oriented foundation. On this foundation,
the Vision Plan pays special attention to the status of knowledge and the necessity of
heeding science and technology in giving direction to plans of national development.
Naturally preparing grounds for achievement of the goals of the Vision in the field of
science and technology requires plan-oriented and effective activities of humanities in
